She wanted all the members of the family she had  called to show up and know everyone would when she said it  was at her Mom's. And that's what worked! 
Connie Brown (49) is African American light-skinned, average  height, solid build, short haircut, jokester that loves to  drink. 
CONNIE 
Ok, so. Ne' Chell, why did you call us  
here like this was so damn important?  
It ain't about my auntie, standing  
there with a notepad and pen, like you  
a secretary.

NE' CHELL 
Ok, everybody. Thank y'all for coming;

CONNIE 
(sarcastically) 
Did you hit the lottery, or did Carl  
pass, and you were his beneficiary?  
I'm just trying to see how long this  
is about to be. 
Ne' Chelle looked at Connie without saying anything. 
CONNIE (CONT'D)  
Because you got that notepad and pen 
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CONNIE (CONT'D)  
like this is about to carry on long,  
do I need to make my store run now? 
KELLY (38) is an African American skinny, mid-height, yellow  bone who loves to have fun. 
KELLY 
(Irritated) 
Momma sat down! Dang... you keep  
disrupting her. She can't say what  
it's about! 
CONNIE 
You kiss my ass! You don't have shit ___  
to do with what I say. I'm grown! 
Everybody laughs. 
MONI EVANS (48) African American, brown-skinned, thick, mean  with a big butt, Serious, workaholic. 
MONI 
Cousin, I sware you keep the show  
rolling. 
JAMAR LEE (44) African American, Laid-back, Carmel  complexion, tall, no-nonsense, Professional YouTuber who  loves his dreds and Camera. 
JAMAR 
Moni, for real, she won't stop! It's  
every minute in every situation. You  
can't be sad or mad around her. 
KELLY 
It's funny until she's on your head.  
Because I don't think she is funny at  
all. 
CONNIE 
(yelling) 
I don't give a damn what you think! 
KELLY 
See what I'm saying. How can that be  
funny?
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CONNIE 
You can't be mad because other people  
have humor. Feel the way you want to  
feel. I enjoy life. 
KELLY 
At the expense of other people! Ok,  
Ne' Chell, I just started with this  
meeting because I do not have time for  
this today. 
UNCLE JOHN (55), African American, light-skinned, serious,  mid-height, retired drug-dealing pimp. 
UNCLE JOHN 
(laughing) 
Naw, not yet! I think I am gonna need  
to go to the store for this. I see  
where it's going already. I'll be  
right back! 
CONNIE 
Hold on; I'm coming too! 
KELLY 
Yeah, I need my drink too! 
NE' CHELL 
Just forget it! Let's all walk. 
EXT. MARY'S HOUSE - NIGHT 7:00 PM 
Ne'Chell was irritated that no one was taking her or her  ideas seriously. 
RISSA EVANS (47) is an African American, dark-skinned, short,  thick, big butt, Supervisor; she loves her hair & nails done  and wears a lot of jewelry. 
RISSA 
I want to try an edible. Y'all grab me  
one when y'all stop by the spot? 
JAMAR 
(Excited) 
Oh, okay, you trying to turn up this  
weekend, huh? We can grab that on the  
way back. 
CONNIE 
No, the hell you don't! We ain't 
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CONNIE (CONT'D)  
trying to have the police and  
ambulance around here because you  
either can't breathe or your chest is  
beating too fast. Hell, I remember you  
said your hands were on fire years  
ago, and that was just from hitting  
the blunt! 
Everybody laughed. 
JAMAR 
(Jokingly) 
We gonna grab Connie one too. 
CONNIE 
Oh no, the hell you don't grab me  
shit! You got me fucked up. That's  
y'all crackheads; I drink my beer,  
that's it! I don't want anything that  
has me looking the way y'all be  
looking. 
JAMAR 
(Shocked) 
Wait a minute! What do you mean by  
that? Shaun, what does she mean to  
have us looking like what? 
Shaun (35) is African American, dark-skinned, Tall, quiet, an  observer of crowds, fun, and hardworking. 
SHAUN 
Mane, I can't with Connie; I try to  
stay in my lane around her. I ain't  
even on her level. 
INT. CAREY'S MINI-MART 
They were all talking when they walked inside the store, but  their conversation was interrupted by the store clerk  yelling, confusing them. 
CLERK 
Get out! You can't come in here. You  
know you eighty-sixed out of here. 
CONNIE 
Don't come around that counter fucking  
me, or I'll knock the hell out of you  
to.
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JOHN 
(Confused) 
Wait! wait! What the hell going on?  
You got to be fukin kidding me! 
Uncle John turned and looked at Connie. 
CLERK 
She fights, fights my worker, She no  
come here, no! 
EXT. CARY'S MINI-MART - PARKING LOT 
They all turned and looked at Connie, confused as they walked  out of the store. 
CONNIE 
(Yelling) 
Fuck you and your fuckin store; I sure  
did bust his ass in his face. I told  
him to let me go, and you'll get the  
same thing if you come over here! 
JOHN 
(Yelling angrily) 
Connie, just fuckin stop! Stop  
goddammit! Do you ever think before  
you do shit? Now we have to walk to  
Mario's. You know this was the closest  
store! 
NE' CHELL 
Okay, wait, y'all, let's just calm  
down, okay? I'll go in and get the  
drinks for y'all. Uncle John, watch  
her. 
INT. CAREY'S MINI-MART - NOON 
Ne'Chell, Shaun, Tasha, Jamar, and Kelly go inside the store.  When they opened the door walking inside, Connie yelled into  the door, telling the clerk fuck himself! 
CLERK 
(Yelling) 
That's it! Out! All of you, out. I  
don't want her on my property, so I  
want you all to go! 
Tasha (26), African American, light-skinned, short, big butt,  A real Go-getter/hustler.
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TASHA 
(Irritated) 
Are you putting me out too? You know I  
come in here every other day! 
NE' CHELL 
(Pleading) 
We have nothing to do with what she's  
doing out there. Can we please just  
get our stuff and go? Just ask her to  
leave off your property. 
CLERK 
No! I want all of you to go. I don't  
want her to get anything out of my  
store! 
EXT. CARY'S MINI-MART - PARKING LOT - 8:25 PM 
The clerk returns from around the counter, going towards the  door, still telling them to leave. He told Uncle John and  Connie to get off the property. 
SHAUN 
(Jokingly) 
Damn, we couldn't even get our shit  
out of there; I guess we're guilty by  
association. 
NE' CHELL 
Connie, what did you do, dang? 
CONNIE 
Beat a bitch ass! Ray and I were  
hanging out, chilling, talking, and  
drinking our beer four days ago. Next  
thing we know, Inga came walking  
around the corner talking shit! I kept  
telling her to get outta my face. She  
had the nerves to push me. I wore her  
ass out! The cashier came out there  
grabbing me. I asked him to let me go.  
She hit me. I turned around and hit  
him, then went to finish whooping her  
ass before they stopped me. 
EXT. MARIO'S STORE - PARKING LOT - 8:30 PM 
They all talked loudly at the same time about what had just  happened on their way to another store in the area.
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NE' CHELL 
(Sarcastically) 
Dang, that was a walk! Now before we  
go in this store, Connie, have you  
whooped on anybody up in here? 
SHAUN 
(Laughing) 
Because I need my backwoods, Ion care,  
who got or have gotten whooped out!  
I'm getting my woods up outta here  
tonite! 
Connie looked back and smiled while holding the door. 
CONNIE 
I don't know. We haven't made it in  
there yet, so it ain't no telling. 
INT. MARIO'S STORE - 8:39 PM 
John, Connie, Dee, and Rissa went inside the liquor  department; everyone else stayed in the store area. The store  clerk immediately greeted them as they all walked in. 
CLERK 
Hello, welcome to Mario's. Hey Ne'  
Chell girl, it's been a long time  
since seeing you. 
NE' CHELL 
(Confused) 
Hey... It's good to see you too. Yes,  
it's been a while. 
CONNIE 
Ne' Chell girl, stop lying. You don't  
even know who that is. 
NE' CHELL 
Connie, shut up, gosh... I don't know  
you! 
CONNIE 
I'm just saying, stop lying and get  
out of that damn lady's face. 
NE' CHELL 
Can you just go back to your favorite  
area and worry about your drink?
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The clerk just laughed and continued ringing up her customer. 
JOHN 
(Irritated) 
Can you two please stop? Da 
TASHA 
Fuck this shit, Jamar. Let's go ahead  
and start walking to the spot since we  
are way up here, thanks to Connie!  
Calling all the marijuana smokers,  
let's leave all the alcoholics to walk  
together. Come on, Shaun and Ne'  
Chell, Kelly. They know they're way  
too momma's. 
CONNIE 
Take your crackhead ass on. We don't  
need you to wait on us. 
Tasha threw the middle finger at Connie and her, Jamar, Kelly  Shaun and Ne' Chell, and Shaun walked out of the store. 
EXT. TRAP HOUSE - DRIVEWAY - NIGHT 
Tasha and the others proceed to the spot to get their  marijuana. 
NE' CHELL 
Shit, it's getting late now. We  
should've got some smoke earlier and  
just chilled. 
TASHA 
(Curiously) 
So sister, what was the meeting going  
to be about anyway? 
NE' CHELL 
So look, I want to open up a Mobile  
Detailing Services, but we all will  
work it, kids and all. Then the  
females can cook dinners, and we sell  
the dinners wherever we set up to wash  
the cars. 
KELLY 
That sounds good, cousin, but you know  
momma ain't gonna give you a chance to  
explain it for everybody to know what  
it is. Man, how did she get like that? 
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KELLY (CONT'D)  
Nobody else is like that. 
NE' CHELL 
Fr, I guess another time, though. I'm  
tired. 
JAMAR 
Ne' Chell it is the fukin weekend! You  
don't have a job, man, or kids at home  
to rush to! 
NE' CHELL 
Well, damn Jamal, I may be on the west  
longer if this smoke's good enough. 
INT. TRAP HOUSE - NIGHT 
Jamar knocked on the door. A few minutes later, El opened the  door and spoke. 
El(47) African American, tall, dark, bald. 
EL 
What's up y'all? 
JAMAR 
What's up? Let me get an ounce, and  
what all types of edibles do you have? 
They exchanged transactions, left out, and were on their way  to Mary's. 
EXT. TRAP HOUSE - DRIVEWAY - NIGHT 
Jamar opened the bag, smelled the weed then gave it to  Ne'Chell to smell. 
JAMAR 
I almost rolled up inside the fukin'  
spot. This shit smells so good. Man, I  
can't wait to get to auntie's house to  
smoke this gas, and I can't be doing  
these types of walks. Man...For  
real... 
TASHA 
No bullshit! And Kelly, I ain't got  
time for your momma shit tonight  
because she blows my high Imma be mad.
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KELLY 
Well, get ready because you know it's  
coming. 
They laughed and exchanged conversations going back to  Mary's. 
EXT. MARY'S HOUSE - FRONT PORCH - NIGHT 
They walked up to the others, confused. 
NE' CHELL 
Dang, how did y'all get here so fast? 
Dee (23) is an African American male, light-skinned funny,  slightly tall, skinny Truck driver. 
DEE 
Man, the same way y'all left me.  
Shaun! Jamar? 
Dee grabbed his lighter and walked up to Jamar, flicking it. 
DEE (CONT'D)  
I'll light yo ass up! 
Dee turned to Shaun. 
DEE (CONT'D)  
And my own brother. 
They all laughed. 
SHAUN 
(Laughing) 
This dude is crazy... 
NE' CHELL 
No, for real, how y'all get here that  
fast? We should've seen y'all. 
JAMAR 
(laughing) 
Dee, you don't smoke! You hang with  
the drunk crew. You heard Tasha say  
all smokers. You didn't move because  
you are a part-time smoker. 
Connie came and walked into Ne' Chell's face.
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CONNIE 
We got a ride! Something y'all  
couldn't get. 
NE' CHELL 
I was talking to my Uncle or nephew,  
or anybody but you! 
JOHN 
Okay, you lovebirds, we're going  
across the street to the park, so we  
all won't be disturbing Mary. 
EXT. PARK - NIGHT 
Ne' Chell, John, Connie, Rissa, Dee, Shaun, Tasha, Kelly, and  Jamar enjoyed themselves. 
NE' CHELLE 
I'm sorry, y'all. 
CONNIE 
(Smiling) 
And that you are. 
Ne' Chell looked at Connie and rolled her eyes. 
NE' CHELL 
See, this is what I'm talking about! I  
didn't even come to hang out; I came  
for business, and since people like  
Connie are comfortable in the life  
they're in? So be it! And just like  
she won't let me get through with the  
meeting. She's not about to let me  
enjoy this high; she gonna blow my  
high. 
CONNIE 
Ne' Chell, don't try to use me for  
your sorriness. 
NE' CHELL 
Oh my GOD! 
CONNIE 
He ain't just yours.
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START OF MONTAGE 
EXT. PARK - NIGHT 
--Jamar and Ne'Chell agreed on both rolling blunts -- The crew laughs and rolls six blunts. 
- They talked, laughed, the smokers smoked, and the drinkers  drank, Connie joked. 
- They were still smoking and drinking, and Connie cracked  more jokes. 
END OF MONTAGE 
EXT. PARK - NIGHT 
Connie and the crew cracked up laughing. Johnny is not  amused. 
JAMAR 
Damn...Johnny...she got your ass! 
CONNIE 
(still laughing) 
That was funny, wasn't it? 
Johnny shakes his head. 
JOHNNY 
That Johniesha joke is getting old to  
me. Tired of it! 
CONNIE 
I'm about to go to the post tonite.  
Y'all, let's go, come on, Auntie  
Jhoniesha. 
JAMAR 
Connie, nobody trying to go see you  
stand on your head tonight and twerk.  
Neither do I want to see pop's failing  
all night at every attempt to get at  
every female that walks through the  
door. I'm too high, but that shit  
might be funny as hell for real. 
SHAUN 
Huhbruh? You know it'll be funny as  
hell.
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NE' CHELL 
Well, y'all have fun; I need to get to  my writing. I have been trying to have  this darn meeting for so long that  
I've been neglecting my books. 
CONNIE 
Girl, you ain't no damn author!  
Talking about you need to get to your  
writing. 
NE' CHELL 
(irritated) 
Can you please leave me alone? 
Connie laughed at how mad she was making Ne' Chell. 
JOHN 
And you think imma go out with you and  have us out fighting all night because  you wanna fuck with people and think  
it's funny? Not tonight. 
CONNIE 
I don't need anybody to go with me; I  
just asked because we're all sitting  
out here. 
NE' CHELL 
And that'll be the last place I go if  
I was to go anywhere, but with all the  old veterans. And it's already almost  
twelve. 
CONNIE 
This is the exact reason I'm going to  
shake my ass all over them; they are  
already drunk and horny. 
Connie rolled down to the ground. 
RISSA 
Well, you know I'm coming but not for  
that; I'm already on my second beer  
tonight, and I'm bored; it's the  
weekend, yeah I got a job, but Ian got  shit else to do. 
They all laughed at Rissa.
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NE' CHELL 
They'll both be eighty-sixed outta  
there tonight; just watch and see.  
Connie got eighty-sixed out the post  already. That's why she is always at  the Elks; tell the truth! 
Connie and Rissa just laughed. 
SHAUN 
Who you whoop on in the post to be  
eighty-sixed outta there, Connie? 
CONNIE 
I threw my drink in the bartender's  
face when he told me he could serve me  no more. 
JAMAR 
Connie, you, of all the people, know  they do stop you if you have too much.  Every bar has a limit they will serve  you. 
CONNIE 
(Devious smile) 
And you should know I don't give a  
damn what their limit is; they can't  tell me what limit is, so he had me my  fucked up! So, I dashed the drink in  his face. 
Shaun's laugh was loud-pitched. 
SHAUN 
Mane, you are crazy... 
NE' CHELL 
I don't understand what happened to  
her, Shannon is not like her, and she  is the oldest. 
CONNIE 
Ain't shit happen to me; who said  
something was wrong with me? Y'all got  a problem with me, nobody else. 
NE' CHELL 
You're right; that's why you're  
eighty-sixed outta everywhere. But ok,  y'all, I'm about to kiss my mother and  (MORE)
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NE' CHELL (CONT'D)  
go home. I ain't sitting out here all  
night with y'all. 
CONNIE 
I told y'all I'm about to shake my ass  
on a veteran. 
Kelly smacked her lips and rolled her eyes at Connie. 
KELLY 
So embarrassing, and people know she's  
our momma. 
CONNIE 
Bitch you were an embarrassment when  
you came out, and you still are. 
Connie walked off angrily. 
JAMAR 
Wait, Connie! Where are you going? You  
leaving Rissa. You ain't say you out  
or nothing. I love you, cuzzin. 
CONNIE 
Yeah, I had to walk off before I  
would've burst her in her fukin mouth  
talking about I'm embarrassing. I love  
y'all; Rissa, come on! because I'm  
about to say goodnight to auntie, and  
I'm gone before I go to jail tonight! 
JAMAR 
Aye, Pops, What are you to do? Just  
about to go to aunties and go to  
sleep? You look wiped out, old man.  
And Kelly, you know not to get your  
momma started. You know she'll throw a  
beer can in 0.1 seconds. Leave her  
alone! 
Everybody laughed. 
RISSA 
Well, y'all, I guess that's goodnight. 
JOHN 
Yeah, I'm tired. I ain't fukin with  
their crazy asses tonight.
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Everybody got up and walked to Mary's house behind Connie. INT. MARY'S HOME - LIVING ROOM - NIGHT 
Ne'Chell walked into Mary's room, where she lay watching  television. Ne'Chelle leaned over and kissed Mary, told her  she loved her, and as she was leaving, She hugged John, told  him she loved him, and went home. 
INT. MARY'S HOME - LIVING ROOM - DAY(FOUR DAYS LATER) Ne' Chelle's phone rang, and it was her God-sister Sherry. 
Sherry(45), African American brown-skinned, round, pie face,  big brown eyes, sweet Cashier. 
SHERRY (V.O.) 
Hey, sister, are you going to mom's  
today? I was going to come by and sit  
for a while. 
NE' CHELL 
Yeah, sis, I'm here now; me and momma  
just sitting here laughing at these  
people on this TV. But yeah, I'm here. 
SHERRY (V.O.) 
Ok, see you in about thirty. 
Ne'Chell hung up the phone and noticed how Mary was looking  at her, so she knew she wanted to know who was on the phone. 
NE' CHELL 
Momma, that was Sherry. she said she  
was on her way to visit you in a few. 
MARY 
Oh, ok, yeah, I'm glad... It has been  
a while since I saw her. 
They finished watching THE WORLDS DUMBEST CRIMINALS. Mary's  favorite show. Mary yelled to the television as if they could  hear her telling them how dumb their decisions were. Twenty five minutes later, Sherry walked in. 
SHERRY 
Hey momma... I missed you so much!  
this ol' job has me running like  
crazy; ion even see myself no more!
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They all laughed as Sherry walked around to hug Ne' Chelle  after nealing down and hugging Mary. Sherry flopped down on  the couch beside Ne'Chell. 
SHERRY (CONT'D)  
Whew... ooh, y'all excuse me... that  
took so much outta me. 
NE' CHEL 
(laughing) 
Girl, if you don't cut it. 
SHERRY 
I will always be swollen everywhere,  
and they still want me at that funky  
job! 
NE' CHELL 
And you be there, and it's that same  
funky job even on your off days you  
answer the phone for. 
SHERRY 
(laughing) 
What do you want me to do? It's my  
job. 
NE' CHELL 
Girl, put them on do not disturb on  
your phone... send them to voicemail!  
Or stop complaining when you force  
them to work you. 
They all laughed. The door opened, and Tasha walked in. 
TASHA 
Oh wow, my eyes gotta be deceiving me.  
Is this my long, lost sister? 
SHERRY 
(laughing) 
I know, sister. We were just talking  
about me, so don't you start in on me  
too. 
TASHA 
Oh, and momma, your niece told me she  
is on her way over here. I just saw  
them at Mario's getting my cigars.  
With Shay and Kelly.
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SHERRY 
OH lord, momma, I think I may cut this  
visit short! That woman is do crazy! I  
not wanna be degraded right now. 
They all laughed. Mary's phone rang. It was Rissa. Sherry got  the phone from Mary to surprise Rissa. 
SHERRY (CONT'D)  
Hey sister... 
RISSA(V.O.) 
Who is this? Sherry? 
SHERRY 
(laughing) 
Yeah, what are you doing? Are you  
coming by mommas? I'm not trying to be  
here when Connie gets here; she ain't  
gonna do nothing but pick the entire  
time I'm here! 
RISSA(V.O.) 
(laughing) 
You stupid... Yeah, I just got off;  
Ima comes over there when I get done  
at this bank, I was calling to see if  
momma needed something, but she said  
no, so I'll be there when I'm done. 
SHERRY 
Ok, see you when you get here, sister. 
RISSA(V.O.) 
Aight, sister, stay strong and hold  
on... I'm coming to save ya. 
They laughed and hung up. Connie, Shay, and Kelly walked  through the door; Sherry put her head down. 
CONNIE 
(surprised yelling) 
Oh LORD... Girl, what are you doing  
here? 
They all hugged Mary. 
SHAY 
Hey TT Sherry.
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CONNIE 
Girl, that is not your damn auntie  
hell. 
KELLY 
Hey Sherry. 
SHERRY 
(sarcastically) 
Hey Connie 
CONNIE 
Sherry, what are you doing here? 
SHERRY 
I'm here to see momma. 
CONNIE 
My auntie ain't seen you in about six  
or seven months. 
SHERRY 
Whatever, she understands I work  
unlike the people in her face all day  
every day doing nothing. 
Connie nonchalantly turned her beer up, drinking. 
CONNIE 
I'm so happy to see you. I needed a  
good laugh today. 
SHERRY 
What do you mean you needed a good  
laugh? 
CONNIE 
Just wait until I'm done with my  
second beer going on to the third one.  
I'm going back down memory lane when  
you and your GOD-sister as y'all call  
y'all selves was when y'all was Lil'. 
Connie burst out laughing, and Tasha was smiling and shaking  her head while Mary kept her eyes on the T.V; she wasn't  paying attention. 
Sherry looked over at Ne'Chell with the look saying. Here we   go again.
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CONNIE (CONT'D)  
Yep, I'm about to have some fun  
today... I'm so glad both of you were ___________  here when I walked in. 
SHERRY 
And I'm walking out now that you're  here. 
CONNIE 
And I'm still gonna talk about cha  
while you're gone, and I'm telling  
you, so you won't say I talked behind  your back. Today's topic: Sherry and  Ne'Chell in the 1980s. 
SHERRY 
We were kids! 
CONNIE 
No, y'all were dirty, stinky, Lil  
nappy head GIRLS! 
John and Rissa walked in. 
RISSA 
Look who I saw on the way here. 
CONNIE 
(laughing) 
My auntie Johneisha. My other auntie. 
JOHN 
Fuck you, girl... I ain't fukin with  you today. 
RISSA 
(smiling) 
Connie, so you drinking without me,  huh? How many beers have you had  
already? 
CONNIE 
Why? Not enough. Are you getting me  one? 
RISSA 
I don't have any money. 
CONNIE 
Guh, stop lying.
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RISSA 
I'm for real, girl, I'm broke! 
CONNIE 
Yeah, yeah...whatever, Rissa. 
Rissa stopped talking. And it was quiet for what seemed to be  a minute. Everyone was looking at the T.V. 
CONNIE (CONT'D)  
I got all y'all scared to talk in  
here, huh? 
Connie laughed. 
TASHA 
Ne'Chell, Y'all wanna go sit outside  
or in the room? Because momma is  
watching TV. 
CONNIE 
Outside! Get out! 
TASHA 
Girl, why don't you shut up? 
CONNIE 
(laughing) 
You wish you could curse, huh? You  
Mad? 
TASHA

CONNIE

EXT. MARY'S HOUSE - PORCH - DAY

I feel sorry for you, Look y'all,  
let's go downtown or to the strip  
tonight 
NE' CHELL 
For real... something different.  
Jamar, I would love that. I'm gonna  
call him, but you know he's gonna want  
to go on the strip. 
TASHA 
Shit... the strip kool too. I think we  
should mod deep! Shaun, Dee Jaycee,  
all of us. 
SHERRY 
Now see. Somewhere between us,  
gathering the crowd we want to come  
to, Connie will find out about this,  
and we'll have to deal with her while  
trying to avoid her. 
(now laughing) 
Well, I know I am. 
They all laughed, the door opened, and they all got quiet,  waiting to see who was at the door. Rissa came out, handing  Ne' Chell the phone. 
NE' CHELL (V.O.) 
Who is this? Hello. 
MONI (V.O.) 
Hey, girl, what are y'all out there  
doing?

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MONI (V.O.) 
(Laughing)

NE' CHELL 
(laughing) 
Sherry Moni said fuck you like you be  
too busy for us. 
They're all laughing hysterically. 
SHERRY 
Tell her I wish I wasn't fr. but damn,  
why fuck me? 
KELLY 
Sherry, don't act like you don't know  
this family. 
SHERRY 
Fr Kelly, but they come from every way  
with it. It's been a while, and I  
gotta get back used to it. 
NE' CHELL 
Well, are you stopping by tonight  
because I'm sure you talked to them in  
there before I got this phone? So you  
knew everything already. 
MONI (V.O.) 
Yeah... but girl fuck you too! But I  
guess I'll stop by, but I do not want  
to see half the folks there guh... 
NE' CHELL 
(laughing) 
Tell me about it, but see you when you  
get here. 
(now serious) 
Now I gotta take momma her phone back;  
I'm more than sure she asked whoever  
answered this phone the same questions  
she asked me. dang! 
They all laughed. Ne' Chell got up and took the phone in the  house to Mary.
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INT. MARY'S HOME - LIVING ROOM - AFTERNOON 
Ne' Chell rushes inside. 
NE' CHELL 
Here, momma, I gotta pee 
Ne' Chell handed Mary her phone and rushed through to the  restroom. 
CONNIE 
Now Ne' Chell, I know pee got in your  
panties while you sat your grown self  
out there and waited until you had to  
rush like you were still a kid. 
JOHN 
Connie... Do you ever stop? 
Connie turned her head slowly to John, smiling. 
CONNIE 
I had with you. 
Connie yelled towards the bathroom to Ne'Chell. 
CONNIE (CONT'D)  
Ne'Chell, you just got saved; yo'  
Auntie Johneisha wants my attention. 
JOHN 
(yelling) 
Don't you fuckin got a man you can  
play with? Because I'm the wrong one!  
I don't play! 
John is now standing in Connie's face, pointing; Mary's head  is down in her hand, shaking her head. Ne' Chell rushed out  of the bathroom, went over to Mary, and whispered in her ear. 
NE' CHELL 
Are you ready to go back to your room?  
You see where this is about to go. 
MARY 
Yeah... It's that time. 
Ne' Chell grabs Mary's hand and helps her up. 
CONNIE 
Auntie, you leaving me?
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MARY 
Yes, I need to lay down, but I love  
y'all. 
They tell Mary they love her, and Ne' Chell helps her to her  room. 
INT. MARY'S BEDROOM - AFTERNOON 
Ne' Chell uses this as an opportunity to talk to her mom  about her plans. 
NE' CHELL 
Momma, I've been trying to get this  
meeting with the people I know will  
listen to my plans and take it  
seriously, but whenever it turns out  
like it's just a gathering, then  
Connie turns it into a circus show. 
MARY 
Baby, look, you can't save the  
world... you have to save yourself  
first and then everyone else willing  
to go. If they're not ready, you can't  
force them. But take care of yourself. 
NE' CHELL 
Okay, momma. I understand; I just  
thought they'd think it was cool to  
make money, our own money, and chill  
together at the same time. 
MARY

Ne' Chell walks back outside with the others. 
SHERRY 
Girl... I sure was about to come in  
there and see what you had going on,

Soon as Sherry said it, the door opened, and Connie John and  Rissa came walking out of the house. 
CONNIE 
Y'all thought I forgot about y'all?  
Think I couldn't come outside? 
SHERRY 
(Irritated) 
Connie, it's just us; we don't want to  
hear about 1985. You're the only one  
living in the past. 
CONNIE 
Remember your name was big Sherry? 
Sherry stood up. 
SHERRY 
Okay, y'all, I'm about to go! I don't  
have time for this. Let me go tell  
momma GN, and if we gonna do that,  
still just call me. I'll meet y'all. 
CONNIE 
Don't leave, stay... we are sad you're  
going, Sherry. Don't go. 
SHERRY 
Sadly, I can't even enjoy my visit  
when I do get the chance to come  
around. 
CONNIE 
Oh well, this ain't Ne' Chell house to  
be visiting her here anyways; this my  
auntie house, and you ain't visiting  
with her, so no, it ain't going to go  
peaceful.
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NE' CHELL 
Momma couldn't even be peaceful in her  
living room because of you. Why do you  
think she went into her room? You and  
Uncle were just there yelling back and  
forth. 
SHERRY 
What are you/y'all about to do? 
NE' CHELL 
I may be about to go myself, girl. I  
just talked to momma, and it all made  
sense what she said. 
CONNIE 
Girl, stop lying on my auntie. 
TASHA 
Y'all about to go, Ne' Chell and  
Sherry? 
NE' CHELL 
Yeah, mom is in bed already. Rissa,  
I'll see yall maybe tomorrow, ok?  
Uncle. 
Sherry got up and hugged Tasha, Rissa, and John, And told  Connie bye. She went inside to say goodnight to Mary. Ne'  Chell stood up and hugged everyone. But when she tried to hug  Tasha, she stopped Ne' Chell. Ne' Chell leaned up, confused. 
NE' CHELL (CONT'D)  
Dang sister, you don't want me to go? 
TASHA 
I'm going with you; Imma come and  
spend the night shit I am bored. 
They got up and went inside to say goodnight to Mary and  left. 
INT. NE' CHELL'S KITCHEN HOME - MORNING 
Ne'Chell frustratingly explained how her morning exercise  went on the phone with Sherry. 
SHERRY (V.O.) 
(hysterically laughing) 
Sister, what did she do when you  
cursed her out?
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NE' CHELL 
Just stood there while I was telling  her to get her damn dog! She still  
saying some shit I wasn't  
understanding in Spanish or whatever  language she was speaking. Finally,  
the neighbors across the street from  her started yelling at me, telling me  she saying the dog doesn't bite! But  yet he chased me on top of somebody's  car. And continuously barking at me  
until she grabs it and goes inside. 
SHERRY (V.O.) 
(laughing) 
Girl, I would've cursed her ass out! 
NE' CHELL 
Do you think I didn't? I was, but she  didn't understand shit I was saying  
like I couldn't understand her! 
SHERRY (V.O.) 
So she went inside and left you on top  of the people's car? 
NE' CHELL 
Sherry, what did you want her to do  
get me down and invite me in for  
breakfast. 
They both laughed. 
NE' CHELL (CONT'D)  
I would've been breakfast for the dog;  some people say they cook dogs, but  
I'd been dog food today. 
SHERRY (V.O.) 
(laughing) 
You a damn fool; what are you doing  the rest of the day? I hope you get  
back to writing, sister; you're really  good. I'd hate for you to just let  
that talent go to waste playing around  with your family. 
NE' CHELL 
First, I'm trying to get my damn color  back and get strength back in my legs;  shit had me weak in the knees with 
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NE' CHELL (CONT'D)  
spaghetti legs. 
Sherry was laughing heartily. 
SHERRY 
Didn't you say that happened this  
morning? 
NE' CHELL 
It did! 
They laugh again. 
NE' CHELL (CONT'D)  
Nah, sis, I know it's a waste with  
them. But they can't say I didn't try  
to do something with them. But you  
know, one half want it for free, and  
the others want to work themselves to  
death on someone else's dreams. 
SHERRY (V.O.) 
Right. 
NE' CHELL 
You acting like I'm not talking about  
you too! 
SHERRY (V.O.) 
Well damn... Sister, I told you I'd be  
there once you get everything up and  
going. 
NE' CHELL 
I'm for real, but sister Imma hit you  
later; I gotta get this writing done.  
Let me know what you want to do, and  
we can plan it at whatever park I know  
momma is tired of us at her house. 
INT. NE' CHELL'S HOME - AFTERNOON 
Ne' Chell was home thinking about things and took her  mother's advice. Ne' Chelle sits in from of her laptop and  began to order.
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START OF MONTAGE 
INT. NE'CHELL'S HOME - BEDROOM - AFTERNOON 
-- Ne' Chell is ordering a Heatpress Machine. 
-- Ne' Chell order water pressure machine. 
-- Ne' Chell starts to write. 
-- Ne'Chell paces the room stretching. 
INT. NE' CHELL'S - HOME - FRONT DOOR - AFTERNOON --Ne' Chell goes to the door and grabs the delivery. 
--Ne' Chell sits at the desk and continues ordering products  for the carwash. 
INT. NE' CHELL'S HOME - KITCHEN - AFTERNOON 
--Ne' Chell goes into the kitchen and puts a pizza in the  oven. 
INT. NE' CHELL'S HOME - BEDROOM - AFTERNOON 
--Ne' Chell walks into her bedroom and answers her phone. INT. NE' CHELL'S - HOME - FRONT DOOR - AFTERNOON - Ne' Chell goes to the door and grabs the packages. INT. NE' CHELL'S HOME - BEDROOM - AFTERNOON 
--Ne' Chell walks back into her room, still on the phone,  gets back on her laptop, and continues ordering and making  her websites. 
INT. NE' CHELL'S - HOME - KITCHEN - AFTERNOON 
-Ne' Chell enters, opens the oven, she sees her burned pizza. INT. NE' CHELL'S - HOME - FRONT DOOR - AFTERNOON 
-Ne' Chell hears the doorbell and runs to the door; she has  two more packages. 
INT. NE'CHELL'S HOME - LIVING ROOM - CONTINUOUS 
--Ne' Chell leaves the door open after grabbing her packages  and hurries to open the windows because it's smoky.
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--Ne' Chell hangs up the phone with Tasha to order out. 
--Ne' Chell's food arrives, and she closes the door and locks  it. 
--Ne' Chell took a lunch break, silenced her phone, and ate  her food. 
--Ne' Chell got back on her laptop, writing a bit, then  she'll browse for more products and look up logos. 
INT. NE' CHELL'S HOME - BEDROOM - LATER 
--NE' Chell looked out of her bedroom window, and the sun was  gone down. 
END OF MONTAGE 
INT. NE' CHELL'S BEDROOM- HOME - NIGHT 
Ne' Chell's phone lit up, and it was a text from her baby  girl. 
De' Shey (20) is an African American, light-skinned short,  recent graduate, and college attendant. 
DE' SHEY (TEXT) 
Momma! Where are you? 
NE' CHELL (TEXT) 
My bad, baby girl, I was working and  
put my phone on do not disturb. 
Ne'Chell's phone rang; it was De'Shey calling. 
NE' CHELL 
I knew you were about to call. 
DE' SHEY 
What are you doing? 
INT. NE' CHELL'S HOME - KITCHEN - NIGHT 
Ne' Chell was walking around fanning the air. 
NE' CHELL 
I was airing this house out! I almost  
burned it down making a pizza and was  
on this laptop.
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DE' SHAY 
Momma, I told you about trying to cook  
while you writing; you know how your  
mind goes when you write. Just like  
you had this phone cut off all day! It  
can be on vibrate or low; you do not  
have to have this phone off like that.  
Maybe I could've reminded you. 
NE' CHELL 
Yes ma'am. 
DE' SHEY 
For real, momma, you can't be doing  
that! I need to come home. Tre doesn't  
even be there no more. 
NE' CHELL 
Baby, look... I'm ok; I caught it, no  
burns anywhere, the house is fine, the  
oven is fine, the only thing that  
wasn't was the pizza; it's taken care  
of. 
DE' SHEY 
You have too many things going on,  
momma; you're trying to do too much!  
You need a vacation. 
NE' CHELL 
Sounds good. 
A silence came across the phone, and De'Shay knew what that  meant. 
DE' SHEY 
(Worried) 
What are you doing now? 
NE' CHELL 
I'm not doing anything at this moment. 
DE' SHEY 
Well, momma, I was just checking on  
you. I love you. 
NE' CHELL 
I love you too, sweetheart 
DE' SHEY 
Be careful! And I'm about to call Tre 
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DE' SHEY (CONT'D)  
and tell him to come home, and it's  
getting dark, so lock that house up,  
turn the air on. 
NE' CHELL 
Ok, I'm closing and locking the  
windows now; the front door is already  
locked. 
DE' SHEY 
I should've facetime you. 
NE' CHELL 
Goodnight De'Shey! 
DE' SHEY 
(yelling through the phone) 
Keep acting like you can't remember  
stuff. Imma throw you in a home; You  
keep this up! 
NE' CHELL 
I got more children than you so it'll  
have to me more than your signature.  
So all y'all will have to agree. 
DE' SHEY 
(laughing) 
I'm sure the others will agree! 
NE' CHELL 
I'm hanging up now... I bet I remember  
how to do that. 
INT. NE' CHELL'S - HOME - NIGHT 
Ne'Chell hung up on De'Shey as she walked from the back room. INT. NE' CHELL'S BEDROOM- HOME NIGHT 
Ne'Chell hears the doorbell ring. Ne'Chell looked out her  side window beside the door and saw the box. 
She sees the Fed-Ex guy's shadow walking off, but she decides  to leave the box until later. She begins to text Sherry. 
NE' CHELL (TEXT) 
Hey, sister, I did something big  
today, girl.
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SHERRY(TEXT) 
Big as in good or bad sister? 
NE' CHELL (TEXT) 
Good sister, damn! 
SHERRY(TEXT) 
Because hell, I was checking to see if  I needed to get up to come to get you  shit! 
NE' CHELL(TEXT) 
Oh wow, first of all, thank you for  having my back without a thought like  that if I did need you, But then at  the same time, that's the first thing  you thought about when I said that?   what you think of me? That's  
SHERRY(TEXT) 
Hey, shit happens, but at least you  know the first person to call when the  thought comes. 
NE' CHELL(TEXT) 
Wow, when the thought comes or if? But  anyway, let's change the subject,  please; these are texts. I ordered  everything I needed for the shirt  print and Mobile Detailing business. 
SHERRY(TEXT) 
Great sister! I'm so proud of you!  See, that's what I love about you is;  when something comes to your mind, and  you want to do it; you go for it! I  love that about you! 
NE' CHELL(TEXT) 
Yea, so now I got six things I manage  and no money coming from none of it,  but I'm the CEO of this shit! Imagine  that. 
SHERRY(TEXT) 
But just imagine, sister, it's  yours... When it does start  
generating, it'll be all yours. I wish  I could say I'm over anything but the  register at 7/11.
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NE' CHELL(TEXT) 
I flipped outta this chair laughing at  
you, girl, you too stupid! 
SHERRY(TEXT) 
For real, sister, I'm very proud of  
you. Just imagine when it's all said  
and done; it's all yours! 
NE' CHELL(TEXT) 
Well, I hope the world slows down and  
waits on me because it seems like it's  
ready to fuckin end now that I'm  
trying to get myself together. 
SHERRY(TEXT) 
What the fuck? Sister, oh my GOD! You  
so fuckin funny! 
NE' CHELL(TEXT) 
But I was texting to tell you we can  
all meet up at Craig Ranch Park; there  
is more than enough room, shade, and  
play areas. We count all the kids,  
match them all up with older kids,s,  
and we all take a crew.

I love  
you. 
J.C. 
Workin TT, that's all a nigga can do  
today, stay out the way and take care  
of my family. 
NE' CHELLE 
That's right, stay out of these  
people's way, baby. If you drive too  
slow, you get ran right on over, so if  
they're rushing through traffic, just  
park and stay out the way. 
J.C. 
Look at my tt; talk that talk. Yeah...  
don't play with her. 
Sherry walked up, and J.C. hugged Ne' Chell, then Sherry, and  helped carry items from the cars to the table area. Tay and  her two girls pulled up, and the rest of the family started  to pull in. They all carried food to their two areas. It was  two jumpers and one water slide Nae had ordered and had to  meet the people at one to set them up.

EXT. CRAIG RANCH PARK TENT - TABLE AREA - EVENING 
When they all walked up together, Rissa had changed into swim  clothes. 
NE' CHELL 
You're about to get in the water  
jumper, sister?
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RISSA 
Girl, you know I'm scared to swim 
CONNIE 
Where in the hell is a pool to swim  
in? 
RISSA 
(Sarcastically) 
It's a water slide, smart ass! 
CONNIE 
Why did you get dressed like you were  
about to get in a real pool? 
Rissa held up a half-empty miniature bottle. 
RISSA 
Ain't no telling with a few more of  
these. My kids got me; they'll make  
sure ion drown. 
J.C. 
That's right, beautiful. You know I  
got you back. 
START OF MONTAGE 
EXT. CRAIG RANCH PARK - EVENING 
BEGINNING OF MONTAGE - 5:00 PM 
-All the children were running around playing and playing  between the area while some were in the jumpers and water  slide Moni watched over them since she didn't smoke or drink. 
- All the other adults separated into different crowds  smoking and drinking, and conversations were going on between  each crowd. 
- Ne' Chell, Sherry, Sharteyzia, Shante, and Neek all started  fixing the children's plates. 
- De' Shey, Lena, Shay, Nett, and Tasha cleaned up. 
- Moni and Tee started gathering and counting the children  While Connie and Rissa did the electric slide. 
- After the children were counted, they were sat down to eat.

CONNIE 
Oh, so you just left me; why you ain't  
tell me you were going down the slide  
Respuchia? I wanna show them how a  
bitch goes down the slide too! 
MONIE 
Wait! Rissa, put your beer down; how  
are you gonna hold on? 
RISSA 
I don't need to hold on, and I got my  
beer. Son, you ready? Are you  
recording? 
J.C. 
I'm ready, now go! 
Rissa slid down the water slide. She started going so fast,  holding onto only her beer. She flew off and tumbled head  first! But she held her beer straight in the air, tucked and  rolled all without wasting a drop of her beer. Everybody  burst into laughter. JAMAR 
(laughing) 
Rissa, how the fuck did you manage to  keep that beer up like that? 
RISSA 
(now laughing) 
I don't know, but he better have that  shit deleted when I get over there. 
J.C. 
Momma! I said I deleted it. 
NE' CHELL 
Shit, y'all, by the time we pack up  
all this food and stuff, it'll be time  to go. We have to wait on these people  to pick up these slides too. 
CONNIE 
Rissa is the one that needs to be the  main one waiting on them to see if  
they gave us an eject one the way it  threw her off it like that. And Ne' 
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CONNIE (CONT'D)  
Chell, if you want help, just say  
that. 
Everyone burst out laughing again. 
RISSA 
Okay, so imma be the night's laugh  
now, huh'?

JAMAR 
So Ne' Chell and Sherry, what are  
y'all about to do the rest of this  
evening? 
NE' CHELL 
I have no clue, cousin, maybe go home  
and write. 
JAMAR 
What the fuck type of book are you  
writing? Damn! 
Sherry, Ne' Chell, Shaun, and Tasha laughed, but Jamar kept a  straight face. 
JAMAR (CONT'D)  
No, I'm dead fuckin serious; I don't  
know if you use writing to stay away  
from us or what? But every weekend you  
say you're writing, it's always... I  
gotta write. I still ain't seen you  
publish no book. 
SHERRY 
(laughing) 
Nigga you got my sister fucked up; she  
got shit published. 
JAMAR 
(Now laughing) 
I'm just saying shit; keep dodging me  
for a damn book! I can't wait until we  
get rich off her books; her shit needs  
to get turned into a movie or sum as  
much time she spends on them.
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NE' CHELL 
Well, Jamar, what the hell you wanna  do? 
SHAUN 
Shit chilling right here is cool with  me. We chillin', we can smoke in  
peace. Shit, if I get too high, I'll  climb in my shit and sleep that shit  right on off before pulling off. 
TASHA 
Yeah, this is some new shit we did  
today. This is better than being at  
momma's in that lil' ass space, it's  way too, and she is uncomfortable,  
can't be in peace. I know she was  
happy today. 
JAMAR 
Oh well, dammit! That's for the rest  of my life, wherever she moves to.  
Since I met my auntie and my daddy  
ruined my track career to sell dope  
because of who he was. He was a  
pimp/dope dealer, so I couldn't run; I  had to sell dope! 
They all laughed while Jamar shook his head. 
JAMAR (CONT'D)  
Looking at how my dad was back then  
and seeing my mom, I'm confused as  
fuck! Where did my momma come in with  the prostitution and drug selling?  
None of that is on her resume! You're  a caseworker; what that fuck were you  doing with a pimp! 
Everybody laughed. 
TASHA 
That is crazy...she doesn't even seem  like she'll go for unc, though. But  
fuck this shit who rolling up? Or do I  need to? 
JAMAR 
Shit, roll up! Wait! grab them woods  out the console. And don't steal.
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TASHA 
Nigga fuck you, I don't steal; I just  
take shit I want! 
SHERRY 
(laughing) 
Okay, well damn, sister. STRAIGHT  
GANGSTA! 
They sat at Craig Ranch Park and smoked, chilled, listened to  music, and reminisced, laughing and enjoying the nice time. 
TASHA 
Damn y'all, time flying like a  
muthafucka! It's almost 12:00 o'clock. 
JAMAR 
Oh shit Tasha, my bad girl, I fukin  
forgot! What time do you have to be  
there? 
TASHA 
Be where? 
JAMAR 
(jokingly) 
Work? 
TASHA 
(laughing!) 
Dude, shut tha' fuck up. You know I  
ain't got no fuckin job? 
JAMAR 
Exactly! Fucking right! Now that you  
know why you are keeping time as if  
you have somewhere to be. 
TASHA 
I'm trying to see why the fuck you  
never want to go home, dude. How the  
hell have you been in your  
relationship this damn long? 
JAMAR 
(Laughing) 
Now you getting too personal! But...  
when I leave home, that's just what it  
is, leaving home! When I get off work, 
 (MORE)
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JAMAR (CONT'D)  
I go straight home! So on my off days,  do you think I want to be in the  
fuckin house where I live? 'm getting I  as far away from there and staying out  until it's time to be there  
permanently! 
TASHA 
This dude act just like his daddy when  he gets high; the only thing is uncle  be drunk! 
SHAUN 
(Laughing) 
Man... I was just about to say that.  dude, crazy, I'm way too high. But I'm  glad I'm off tomorrow. 
JAMAR 
See, Shaun work, I work, Sherry work,  Ne' Chell write. What do you do? 
NE' CHELL 
Oh, shit, y'all, speaking of being  
off. I was supposed to tell everybody  I got the water pressure machines, all  the cleaning solutions, the heat press  machine, the cutter, paper, and  
shirts. I'm so excited! 
SHAUN 
Oh, that's a really good tee; you be  on it. I'm proud of you, and I'll help  you when possible. 
JAMAR 
How will you ever have time for all  
that when you have to write so much?  Oh... I know, you're about to have  
everybody else working, and you're  
going to be acting like you can't come  around anymore because you gotta  
write. 
They all laughed. 
NE' CHELL 
(Laughing) 
Is it me, or do you got a problem with  my writing? When I get rich from it,  (MORE)
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NE' CHELL (CONT'D)  
will you require so much of my time? 
JAMAR 
(Jokingly) 
I'm telling you this now; it's time to  
get rich from it. You should be a  
fuckin bestselling author by now. 
NE' CHELL 
Wow! Just kill my dreams. 
SHAUN 
(Laughing) 
Dude... 
They all laughed, Ne' Chell pushed Jamar off the car, and he  chased her. Ne'Chell came and sat back in the car, out of  breath. 
JAMAR 
Yeah, caught that ass; you forgot I  
was a track star. 
NE' CHELL 
See, you didn't know that you're only  
preparing yourself for your future  
position as a drug dealer. Your daddy  
chose you to get away from the police  
with the drugs. 
SHAUN 
(hysterically laughing) 
That's cold! 
JAMAR 
(Disappointed) 
Damn cuzzin, you got me with that one;  
I just thought about it; he never  
fucked with me until I called him one  
day and told him to come to a track  
meet at my school. The dude came, got  
me, and said: No kid of mine running  
no fuckin track. I'm a pimp! What am I  
going to do at a track meet? From now  
on, you're a drug dealer, boy! That  
shit ruined my life.
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SHAUN 
(jokingly) 
He was introducing you to the family  business he was building for y'all. 
JAMAR 
Yep, I'm glad I got outta that shit. I  did a run for about three years. Had I  stayed in, I may have looked how he  
looks right now. 
SHERRY 
(laughing) 
Wait a minute! What the hell do you  mean by that? My uncle is handsome! 
JAMAR 
We see how her future husband gonna  look. 
They all laughed and began preparing to go home. 
SHERRY 
So y'all, maybe tomorrow, since it's  Sunday, we can get together and find a  spot and do a grand opening for Ne'  
Chell's carwash and introduce  
everything else then. 
JAMAR 
Your job parking lot! You own and  
manage every 7/11 in Las Vegas; why  she can't do it there? 
SHAUN 
(laughing) 
Dude... What is wrong with you? 
NE' CHELL 
Dang sister, tomorrow? 
JAMAR 
See, I told y'all she has to find time  from her writing schedule 
NE' CHELL 
Jamar, why do I feel like you're  
taking Connie's place today? 
SHERRY 
I was just thinking, why the hell is 
 (MORE)
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SHERRY (CONT'D)  
Jamar is so picky tonight like he  needs Connie's negativity here? 
JAMAR 
You know it's nothing negative about  me, girl. 
SHERRY 
I don't know; you've been sending off  Connie vibes all day. 
TASHA 
Maybe she rubbed off on his ass. 
JAMAR 
Y'all tripping, let's go! 
SHERRY 
So nobody answered me about the grand  opening. 
NE' CHELL 
Sister, maybe we can try next weekend  so things won't seem rushed. Because  no bullshit, I ain't gonna lie like I  want to do this tomorrow. I would like  to have flyers and posters to direct  people. And it's just too soon. Thank  you but tomorrow's too soon for me,  sister. 
SHERRY 
Okay, well, we'll plan it for maybe  next Sunday? And I say Sunday because  it seems more of a relaxing,  
carwashing day. 
TASHA 
We gotta tell everybody, and even  then, people are not going to be ready  still. You know you have to give this  family a week's heads up! 
SHAUN 
And they still don't have it in order  or ready; this family will be late for  our own funeral. The entire funeral  will be there. Nobody, No obituaries.  Nothing!
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TASHA 
Then we'll be rolling in late, and  
dare somebody has something to say, we  
gonna be ready to trip! Nobody told  
y'all to come early anyways. 
Everybody laughed. 
JAMAR 
Aight, so what's up for tomorrow? Or  
is everybody planning to do their own  
thing? 
SHAUN 
Mane, I don't even know yet; I gotta  
wait until that shit comes. 
JAMAR 
Well, I haven't got a show to record  
tomorrow, so I might show up at  
auntie's tomorrow with my camera. I'll  
catch everybody unexpected. Then imma  
play that shit for y'all and let y'all  
see how you look on camera doing that  
shit. 
NE' CHELL 
Thanks for the warning. 
JAMAR 
You're the main one who won't be on  
camera! Because nobody wants to see  
somebody down at a laptop typing all  
day. 
NE' CHELL 
Oh my GOD! If I don't type daily, I'm  
not a writer Jamar. 
JAMAR 
No, you're not a writer if you don't  
publish shit! 
Everybody started laughing, even Ne' Chell. They all agreed  it was time to go, so they all got in their cars after saying  and left. 
INT. MARIO'S KITCHEN- - EVENING 
Ne'Chell walked in and went to the food area to order her and  Mary's dinners because she was going over there to sit today.
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GREG (early 30's) light-skinned, green eyes, tall/slime,  nicely trimmed, African American male. 
GREG 
(Flirtatious) 
Hello... and what can I get for you  
this evening, beautiful? anything  
would be my pleasure. 
The cashier smiled, and Ne' Chell smiled back. 
GREG (CONT'D)  
I never saw you here before; I'm sure  
I'll remember a beauty like yours. 
NE' CHELL 
(Smiling) 
Can I get two Porkchops, rice and  
gravy with yams and cabbage greens  
with cornbread dinners, and two slices  
of that lemon pound cake, please? 
GREG 
My pleasure, it's an honor to serve  
you. 
Ne' Chell was waiting for her food and heard her cousin  Connie yelling her name. Embarrassed, Ne' Chell turned around  and saw her cousin and a guy named Dee-Dee. 
NE' CHELL 
Hey, cousin... how have you been? 
CONNIE 
Better since I see you buy me a beer. 
NE' CHELL

food is, so I haven't paid for it yet.  
When I leave, you can grab it. 
CONNIE 
I wish he would take money from you  
back here because you don't pay back  
here you pay up in the front anyways. 
NE' CHELL 
Excuse me, sir, how much are those  
dinners all together?
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GREG 
Look, why don't you take care of her,  and I'll take care of this? I'll meet  you in the front, Ne' Chell. 
CONNIE 
Oh, shit, Well, in that case, shit...  you can buy me two! He says he gonna  
take care of it. 
Ne' Chell laughed, and the guy behind the counter. 
GREG 
(laughing) 
Ma'am, how do you know that I was  
saying I'm gonna pay for it? I was  
saying I'll bring it upfront for her. 
CONNIE 
Well, stop batting your damn eyes at  
her and give her her damn food so we  
can go! Shit, she got two legs. She  
can walk her own damn food up there.  
She gotta pay for it. Hell flirting  
and can't even pay a Lil $7.00 damn  
dinner! 
GREG 
(Shocked) 
Wow! 
CONNIE 
Ne' Chell, I'll meet you up front. 
Connie walked off. 
GREG 
(Laughing) 
That's yo' folks right there? 
NE' CHELL 
Unfortunately, that's my big cousin;  
she's my folks. 
GREG 
Yo' big cousin wild as hell, but since  we're rid of craziness, I was offering  to pay for these meals; that's why I  
was taking them upfront. So let your  
cousin know I got her beers on there  
too! And tell her that since I see her  (MORE)
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GREG (CONT'D)  
a lot up here; she may get more where  
that came from. My name is Greg, by  
the way. Miss... Ne' Chell. 
Ne' Chell looked surprised and shocked that he called her by  her name. 
GREG (CONT'D)  
Yeah, I caught that. Greg walks from  
the other side of the counter and asks  
the other worker to take care of the  
customers waiting to be served next.  
Greg rudely paid no attention to them,  
just to go with Ne' Chell to the front  
of Marios 
INT. MARIO'S STORE - EVENING 
Greg walks Ne' Chell to the front of the store with Ne'  Chell. 
GREG 
It was nice to meet you, Ne' Chell; I  
hope to hear from you soon, pretty  
lady. 
NE' CHELL 
Thank you, Greg, for paying for My and  
my mother's food. 
GREG 
Thank GOD! 
NE' CHELL 
(Confused) 
Why did you say thank GOD? 
GREG 
I didn't know who's the food I was  
paying for. I'm glad it wasn't your  
husband's or boyfriend's food. By the  
way, do you have neither of the two I  
just mentioned? I know it's a lil'  
late for that question. But. 
NE' CHELL 
No, I don't. 
GREG 
Yes!
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Connie walked back into the store. 
CONNIE 
Damn! I do hope you paid for the food.  
don't you need to be at work? 
GREG 
Don't you need some business lady?  
Dang! By the way, your beers are in  
the bag too! 
Greg turned back to Ne' Chell. 
GREG (CONT'D)  
Call me. 
(Smiling) 
Ne' Chell nodded her head, agreeing, and walked away. EXT. MARIO'S STORE - PARKING LOT - EVENING 
Ne' Chell turned to Connie smiling. 
NE' CHELL 
Now! Cousin... how have you been? 
While Connie talked to Ne'Chell, Dee Dee stood off waiting  for her. 
CONNIE 
Give me my damn beer outta the bag!  
Hell, I'm going to be nice to him; he  
paying for stuff and doesn't even know  
you. Yeah, girl, talk to him. Imma  
need my beer! I bet one of those  
plates is for your fat ass mo ain't  
it? 
NE' CHELL 
(laughing) 
Connie, stop playing with my momma,  
but you know it is; I'm about to go  
sit over there for the rest of the  
evening and do a little work. 
CONNIE 
Give me five dollars whore you ain't  
pay for this food, and tell my auntie  
I'll be over there. 
Dee Dee started yelling at Connie, telling her to come on.
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CONNIE (CONT'D)  
Shut the fuck up and wait! Or keep  
going, you ugly ass boogabear. 
Ne' Chell and a few people walking by or standing out were  laughing. 
NE' CHELL 
(still laughing) 
Why did you just call him that girl? 
CONNIE 
Hell, he doesn't rush me; who the hell  
is he? Not my man! And that's what I  
call him, and he knows he's ugly. It  
ain't nothing he ain't heard about  
himself before, especially from me. 
NE' CHELL 
(laughing) 
See you later, cousin, you are too  
crazy! I'll see you when you get to  
moms. 
CONNIE 
Whore you ain't slick, you heard me  
ask you to give me that five dollars. 
NE' CHELL 
Oh, girl, my bad. I forgot! 
CONNIE 
Yeah, I bet you did. 
Ne'Chell grabs five dollars from her purse; Connie snatches  it and walks away. As she walked away, Ne' Chell was laughing  because Connie started yelling at Dee Dee and cursing him  out. 
INT. MARY'S LIVING ROOM - EVENING 
Ne'Chell walked in, and Rissa and Moni were already sitting  in the living room. She went over to Mary, kissed her on the  cheek, and gave her food. 
NE' CHELL 
Hey mommy, I brought you dinner. Hey  
sisters. Rissa, why are you over there  
looking so Jazzy but like you had a  
long night?
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RISSA 
Girl, I did have a long night; me  Connie and Uncle John went out last,  and girl! 
NE' CHELL 
I saw Connie at Mario's up there  cursing that dude. Dee or sum? She  says she'll be over here, but I hope  she doesn't bring him! He gets on my  nerves and acts as if he knows us  well. Ion care where he from you do  not know me! Moni, what's up, girl? 
MONI 
(laughing) 
His name is Dee Dee, hey. 
NE' CHELL 
Ugh, just ugly! 
MONI 
You so stupid; But what you got let me  see. 
NE' CHELL 
We both got pork chops, rice and  gravy, yams, cabbage greens and  cornbread, and a slice of lemon pound  cake. 
MARY 
(Excited) 
OOh, wee, that sounds good! Give me my  piece of cake; I didn't know was that  in there. I'm about to eat it in a few  minutes; go put it in the microwave. 
NE' CHELL 
Momma, eat the food! 
MARY 
(Frustrated) 
I am gonna eat it, but I drank that  coffee not too long ago, and I'm still  full! Now go put this in the oven; I'm  about to eat it, for real. 
MONI 
Guh, you just open up so I can yours  get some!
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MARY 
Here you can have some of mine. Gone,  put it in the microwave when you get  some. 
NE' CHELL 
(Surprised) 
How are you gonna give somebody what I  bought you? We can go up there and get  her some if she wants one. But you are  not about to give all your food away! 
RISSA 
Man, I couldn't even get up and get us  nothing to eat because I had a  
hangover. I wish I'd known you were on  your way! I would've sent for a  
sprite! I wanted to kick it with  
Robin; Yall know how they do it big,  and I was right with them doing too  
much. Y'all want to come to go out  
tonight? She having a grown & Sexy  
party tonight. Everybody going... We  were just bringing her birthday in  
last night. It's today. 
MARY 
(Laughing) 
And you talking about doing it all  
over again tonight? 
RISSA 
Yup, I was planning on it. there and  get me a sprite and Alka-Seltzer,  
something good to eat, and go home,  
shower, and do it all again. 
(Laughing) 
But momma, you know you're wrong for  stuffing that cake in your mouth like  that! You were trying to hurry up,  
weren't you? 
MONI 
Her fat self must've thought I was  
about to ask for some. 
Tasha came out of the bedroom. 
TASHA 
What's up, sister? And Moni ain't like  she was wrong.
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MONI 
Well before choking herself, I'll  
rather her say no, baby. I don't want  
her to choke herself to keep me from  
begging. 
They all laughed, even Mary with two jaws filled with cake. 
RISSA 
Don't be doing that for real, momma;  
that just makes no sense. 
MONI 
(Laughing) 
Lil fat, round self! You better stop  
with them sweets anyways, knowing how  
your sugar gets. 
TASHA 
Girl, you better leave my momma alone!  
Mad because she didn't share her cake  
with you with your fat, greedy self!  
now, talking about my momma. I got  
your back, momma. 
Connie walked in the door with bags of beer and John, and he  was drunk. They both went over and hugged Mary. 
CONNIE 
Hey auntie. Oh... LORD! Here she goes  
with this laptop like a secretary or  
sum. Why you ain't stay home and do  
that? 
Ne' Chell shook her head. 
JOHN 
Hey big sis, I love you; I just need  
to lay here for an hour! Don't nobody  
bother me! 
NE' CHELL 
Girl, you haven't even walked in the  
door a second, and you're already  
starting, gosh! 
John walked to the closet and grabbed a jacket, laid it on  the floor, laid it down, and went to sleep. And Moni's son  Corde walked in with his girlfriend Leah.
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Cordel(23) is an African American, short, dark, long dreads,  up-and-coming rapper. 
CORDEL 
Hey grandma, Hey TT y'all. Momma, why  
you ain't stop by we could've picked  
us up I wouldn't have had to drive.  
How long have you been over here? 
MONI 
Nah, drive y'all own cars. That way,  
when I'm ready to go, I can go; if I  
ain't, I don't want to because  
somebody that rode with me. 
CORDEL 
Okay, momma. 
Leah (22) is African American, short, light-skin, quiet,  sweet, but smart-mouthed. Takes no mess. 
LEAH 
Hey grandma, I was trying to bring  
her, but you know how she gets when  
she gets with pooda. 
They kissed her on the jaw and sat down; everyone spoke to  each other. 
MARY 
Look at my babies! Where's my  
grandbaby? Y'all know not to come here  
with her. 
CORDEL 
Grandma, I try to catch a break  
whenever I can, but she is over at  
Shante's house with the other kids.  
And grandma, I am so happy. Man! that  
girl is a handful. 
CONNIE 
Rissa, I heard y'all went out last  
night and didn't come to get me. 
RISSA 
Yeah, we did go out, but we going  
tonight if you wanna go. You can come  
to the house with me and get ready.
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CONNIE 
Why you asking me tonight, you ain't  
tell me about last night? 
RISSA 
So Moni, Ne' Chell, and Tasha, are  
y'all coming out with me or what? 
TASHA 
You know imma to be in that thang like 
Tasha started dancing. 
NE' CHELL 
Yeah, I guess that makes two of us. 
CONNIE 
Ne' Chell you a lie! You know you  
can't dance, so how does that make two  
of y'all? 
Everybody laughed; Rissa Got up off the couch and went to the  bathroom. 
RISSA 
Connie, what about you? If you're  
coming I'll be ready when I come out  
of the bathroom. 
CORDEL 
Where yall going? Me and Leah may  
come. Momma, you going? 
MONI 
Well... I guess... 
CORDEL 
Momma girl, come on! Don't ever like  
to do anything. But always on social  
media trying to say young people  
stuff! 
MONI 
(Laughing) 
Boy, I said I was going. You better  
get your lil' black self on. 
CONNIE 
Cordel, you know your momma's old  
mother Hubbard.
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CONNIE (CONT'D)  
Gosh, what you was in my auntie's  
bathroom boo booing? You should've  
waited until you got home to do all  
that! stinking up my auntie's  
bathroom. 
Everybody laughed, and Rissa came out of the restroom. 
NE' CHELL 
I'm about to call everybody. I think  
we all should get out tonight. Imma  
have Sherry come pick me up to take me  
home and get dressed. 
RISSA 
Let me know; we're about to go, so  
call me and let me know what's going  
on; I plan to be there at about nine 
thirty. 
START MONTAGE 
INT. NE' CHELL'S - HOME - NIGHT 
-- Ne' Chell was dressed and ready to go. 
-- Ne' Chelle called Sherry to pick her up. 
-- Sherry comes and picks Ne' Chelle up. 
NE' CHEL 
Don't worry, Sherry; I'll call the  
other. 
-- Ne' Chelle told Sherry she'll call the others. -- Ne' Chell called Jamar 
-- Ne' Chell calls Shaun 
INT. NE'CHELL'S BEDROOM- HOME- NIGHT 
-- Sherry enters as Ne'Chell attempts to find something to  wear. 
SHERRY 
You need to get ready. 
-- Ne'Chell looks for her clothes to wear.
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-- Sherry turns the music on and rolls a blunt. -- Ne'Chell runs into the bathroom. 
-- Ne' Cell got out of the shower and got dressed. -- Ne' Chell called Moni. 
EXT. NE' CHELL'S DRIVEWAY - NIGHT 
-- Ne' Chell and Sherry hop in Jamar's car. 
EXT. MARIO'S STORE - PARKING LOT - NIGHT 
-- They stop at Mario's store. 
EXT. CLUB PARKING LOT - NIGHT 
-- They pull into the club parking lot. 
EXT. SEVEN SEAS CLUB - NIGHT 
Ne' Chell called Moni again when they got out of the car,  letting her know she was at the club. They agree on meeting  in front of the club. Twenty minutes later, Moni, Shaun  Cordel Dee, and Leah walk up. 
MONI 
Rissa, Connie, J.C., and Tee are  
already inside and have us an area.  
Ne' Chell girl, I like that outfit you  
got on 
They walked inside the club, had drinks, danced, and smoked  three more blunts; Ne' Chell was so high that her eyes were  barely opened. Ne' Chell's outfit was a silk peach and white  skirt set with peach and orange heelless shoes. Moni is  holding Ne'Chell up as they leave the club. 
EXT. SEVEN SEAS CLUB - PARKING - NIGHT 
Ne' Chell starts to feel funny at the legs. 
NE' CHELL 
(Slurred) 
Sister, What's going on? My legs feel  
wobbly; something happening with my  
feet.
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MONI 
(Laughing) 
I got you, sister, Just come on, cross  
this street. 
Tasha, Sherry, Connie, and Rissa walked behind Moni and  Ne'Chell. They were halfway through the middle of the  crosswalk. 
NE' CHELL 
Wait, sister; something is happening;  
I can't feel my legs! 
Ne' Chell's legs went out on her, and she went down in the  middle of the crosswalk. Ne' Chell just spread her arms out  and laid there. The light turned green, and the cars started  blowing. 
MONI 
Sister wait! You're in the middle of  
the crosswalk! You have to get up,  
sister. 
NE' CHELL 
Tell them to go around; I'll be up in  
a minute. 
Some guy they had noticed been watching Ne' Chelle inside the  club tried to walk over and grab her. Shaun walked up. Connie  burst out laughing, Moni was trying to get her up, but she  was laughing too hard. They were all laughing. 
SHAUN 
Aye, dude! Back the fuck up, you  
thought you had one tonight, huh? Not  
this one. 
Shaun picked her up and carried her to Jamar's car, and they  all went home. 
INT. NE' CHELL'S KITCHEN HOME- NIGHT - TWO WEEKS LATER 
Ne'Chell was cooking Rotel dip while on the phone with Moni,  Tasha, and Rissa. 
NE' CHELL

That's good, Tasha. Yeah, I'll be  
there when I get off in another hour. 
RISSA(V.O.) 
I'll be there after I get dressed. 
TASHA (V.O) 
Ok, Ne' Chell bring me some Rotel when  
you come. 
NE' CHELL 
I'll just bring a huge pot of it; see  
y'all later. 
They all hung up. Ne' Chell finished cooking the pot of  Rotel. 
INT. NE' CHELL'S BEDROOM - LATER THAT DAY 
Ne' Chell goes into her closet, picks out her outfit, and  gets dressed. 
NE' CHELL(TEXT) 
Are you ready? I am, and the food is  
ready, so come in when you pull up to  
grab some stuff. 
JAMAR (TEXT) 
Yeah, I'm walking out the door right  
now. Be there in about twenty-five  
min. But hold up! What food and stuff?  
I ain't say nothing about no food and  
stuff. 
NE' CHELL (TEXT) 
See you in thirty.
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INT. MARIO'S STORE - AFTERNOON 
Ne'Chell gathered all the food, styrofoam bowls, spoons, and  forks. She had two jugs of juice and two sodas and waited for  Jamar. 
JAMAR 
Where is all this shit at I have to  
carry? Imma stops coming around; Y'all  
asses always talk me into carrying  
something; Y'all know I don't do that! 
NE' CHELL 
The sooner you grab it, the sooner  
it'll be over, cousin. 
INT. MARY'S HOME - LIVING ROOM - AFTERNOON 
Ne' Chell walked in the door with the bags, and Jamar was  behind her with the foil pan of Rotel. Connie and John were  sitting in the living room. Mary was in her room. 
CONNIE 
(Jokingly) 
Oh, LORD! Here they come. 
JAMAR 
Yep, here we go, and you know you're  
glad to see us. Pop's, What's up? 
NE' CHELL 
Girl, you are at my momma's house; you  
gonna see me a lot as long as you  
ANYWHERE she at. 
CONNIE 
Oh well, get ready to face me every  
time, then whore. 
Ne' Chelle hugged John then she and Jamar went into Mary's  room to speak to her, but she was sleeping, so they kissed  her cheek and left the room. 
NE' CHELL (TEXT) 
Where you at. 
RISSA (TEXT) 
Pullin in now.
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MONI (TEXT) 
I'll be there at three 
NE' CHELL(TEXT) 
Ok, I just made it; momma sleep and  
Rissa getting out of the car now. 
MONI (TEXT) 
Kiss her fat jaws for me, and tell her  
I love her; I'll see her when I get  
off. Wait, who's all over there? 
NE' CHELL (TEXT) 
Ok, and nobody, see you when you get  
here. 
Ne' Chell sat her phone on the couch, went into the kitchen,  and started unpacking the bags. Jamar went outside to get his  equipment. 
Rissa was getting out of the car, and they both returned  inside. 
CONNIE 
Let me see what you got in here  
anyways. 
NE' CHELL 
Rotel. 
CONNIE 
Just what I thought it was, slop! 
NE' CHELL 
Yep, make sure you don't eat any. 
CONNIE 
Hell, I ain't! 
NE' CHELL 
Good! 
RISSA 
Hey up in here, LORD! Y'all two at it  
already. I heard you just got here,  
Ne' Chell. Oh yes, many! I am hungry  
too, so whoever coming, better come on  
because I'm about to grub! 
NE' CHELL 
We did just make it, and she starting 
 (MORE)
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NE' CHELL (CONT'D)  
already. Y'all can eat. I just need to  
fix mommas plate. I'm about to call  
the kids. Are Tee and J. C. coming  
over? 
RISSA 
I'll call them; I see you made a big  
ass pot of rotel; why not? 
NE' CHELL 
Because when we were on the phone, I  
figured since it's Saturday, we can  
just do lunch and discuss where these  
businesses are going and with who. 
RISSA 
Yep, that'll be cool. Well, just let  
me get a little of this. I'm hungry 
Rissa scooped two spoons of Rotel and flopped down in the  recliner chair, and it went straight back! Rissa's legs flew  in the air, and her plate flew another way. Connie screamed,  laughing, rolling all on the ground. 
RISSA (CONT'D)  
What the fuck is wrong with this  
fucking chair? And Connie, you always  
think something fucking funny! That  
shit wasn't funny; this hot-ass food  
fell on me! What if momma was to sit  
in that chair? That shit wasn't  
fucking funny! Now I gotta go all the  
way home and change. I'm going home!

JAMAR 
Man, that was the funniest shit I've  
ever seen! I just couldn't laugh  
because I saw how mad she was. 
NE' CHELL 
I sware! But what happened to the  
chair? Do momma know it's like that  
because I sware this happen to my  
momma better nobody better laugh? It  
better not happen.
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JOHN 
Yours truly unscrewed the screws out  
of the chair. Playing, doing what she  
does best! she better not let my  
sister sit in that chair. 
CONNIE 
The chair rig was really for Moni;  
Rissa just moved too fast! Moni love  
stating big self there all day. And  
whenever she comes, she thinks this is  
her seat and can't nobody else sat  
here. So she wants this seat so bad;  
it'll be right here waiting for her. 
NE' CHELL 
Well, I hope you know Rissa called her  
and told her by now. 
CONNIE 
I'm hoping she's too mad to call  
anybody! 
JAMAR 
(Laughing) 
I'm so glad I didn't sit in that  
chair, that's usually where I sat too,  
but I don't think nobody should tell  
Rissa Connie did that chair like that. 
CONNIE 
What is she gonna do to me? 
JAMAR 
Shit... she got that gun; she been  
itching to use it, and you know she  
crazy as hell! 
NE' CHELL 
Let me call these kids; why haven't  
nobody made it yet? 
Ne' Chell called her kids and called Rissa to check on her.  She was still upset. Moni walked through the door. 
CONNIE 
Moni love, what's up, girl? 
MONI 
Hey, y'all... I thought you said pooh  
was here, Ne' Chell.
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NE' CHELL 
She was; she left. 
MONI 
Where's my fat momma? 
Moni walked to Mary's room and was met by Tasha coming out of  the restroom. 
TASHA 
Hey sister, what's up? 
MONI 
Hey girl, what's going on? 
TASHA 
Nothing just got out of the shower 
Juan and J. C. walked through the door. 
NE' CHELL 
Hey son... hey nephew! 
J.C. 
Hey, up in here. We busting in! 
TASHA 
(Excited) 
Nephews! 
Juan came in sideways dancing, knees bent; arms spread like  flying. 
J.C. 
Aye... Yeah... 
J.C. started dancing. 
JAMAR 
(Laughing) 
And here goes the real clowns of the  
family; these dudes are stupid. 
CONNIE 
Nah... these are the rappers that  
didn't make it. 
JUAN (23) Africam American, Carmel completion, short, funny,  and very wise artist.
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JUAN 
(Laughing) 
Ahhh... Connie, for real? Ma, what did  
you tell her? I told momma the other  
day that I can't believe I'm a rapper  
who didn't make it. 
JAMAR 
(Laughing) 
You did not just say that, dude; you  
are stupid! 
J.C. 
See, what it is, is we just haven't  
gone to the right place. Vegas ain't  
it, fam. I still got potential. I  
don't know what y'all are talking  
about. 
J.C. and Juan walk to go see Mary. Moni walked to the counter  to fix her food. 
JAMAR 
(Laughing) 
My family ain't got no sense! I'm so  
glad I brought my camera. 
Moni walked to the recliner, but nobody but Connie was paying  attention. Moni was about to sit down as Ne' Chell turned  around and saw her. 
NE' CHELL 
(Yelling) 
Moni! wait! Don't sit down, sister!  
That chair... 
Before she could finish, Moni tried to stop, but it was too  late. Her arm with the food went up, trying to keep from  wasting it. Jamar jumped up and grabbed the plate. Moni fell  back into the chair, her legs went straight up, and her head  went back! 
MONI 
(Confused) 
www... what the... What's wrong with  
this chair? 
Everybody was laughing; J. C., Juan, and Mary came rushing  out of the room to see what was happening. They all laughed;  Connie was rolling all on the ground, laughing.
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CONNIE 
I got her, and I just got you, but you  are the one I wanted to get. But I got  Rissa too! I got her first, but I made  it just for you! 
MARY 
(Agitated) 
Connie, what did you do? I know you  didn't break my chair playing. 
JOHN 
She took the screws out of the top of  that chair for one of the childish  games she likes to play. I told her  she was going too far 
CONNIE 
Girl, you ain't tell me nothing! And  she asked me a question Johneisha, not  you! 
JOHN 
Why is everything always a joke to  you? 
MARY 
(Sternly) 
Connie, that's just going way too far  for a joke! Put my chair back  together! 
MONI 
For real, you know that's mommas  favorite char. You just do way too  much. I'm glad Jamar saved my plate!  So this is why Rissa was gone when I  got here? Because she did this to her. 
JAMAR 
Yep! 
MARY 
Make this the last time you involve  parts of my furniture in your jokes. 
J.C. 
So was momma mad? I know she was. Did  y'all get into it for it?
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JAMAR 
Your momma was pissed! I told Connie  
you better hope she doesn't come back  
with her gun mad as she was. 
NE' CHELL 
Y'all come to eat, right? 
J.C. 
What did you put in this big ol' pot,  
TT? 
NE' CHELL 
It's Rotel; I need you to take your  
momma a bowl; thanks to Connie, all  
hers was wasted, and she was too mad  
to make her a to-go plate so you can  
take it. 
J.C. 
Yeah, I was gonna stop by there when I  
left here. Tee ain't come by? 
NE' CHELL 
You know to get Tee around too often  
is rare. 
J.C. 
Yeah, figured she would be a no-show.  
But TT, me, and Juan got you on that  
Mobile Detailing. I can't say the same  
about all that other stuff you got  
going on. I can't say I can help, but  
I know Juan got you on that designing,  
with his artistic skill. 
NE' CHELL 
Thank you, nephew. we can start next  
month, is that ok? 
J.C. 
Whenever you're ready, TT. 
Everybody ate and visited for a while. Mary asked everybody  to give her some time to herself, so everybody left,
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EXT. NE' CHELL'S BACKYARD - AFTERNOON - (ONE MONTH LATER) 
Ne' Chell is having a firm conversation with her cousin  Jamar. 
NE' CHELL 
Cousin, I don't have time to keep  
trying to get these drunk, weed heads  
to do nothing; every time I try, it's  
always a disaster! It's like lives a  
joke! But I'm tired of being a BROKE,  
WEED HEAD! 
JAMAR (V.O.) 
Aye, did you say you a broke, weed  
head? You funny as hell for that  
cousin. 
NE' CHELL 
The homeless people outside have no  
worries at all! they don't pay any  
bills and always get their drinks,  
drugs, or whatever they do. Do you  
think they care about what anybody  
says? How different are we from them,  
except we barely choose to have a roof  
over our heads and pay all of our  
bills... barely. 
JAMAR (V.O.) 
Cousin... why do y'all say whatever  
comes to the tip of y'all tongues? My  
CONT'Dfamily is so funny. If you'll've  
just let me record a normal day of  
y'all... we'd been rich by now. 
NE' CHELL 
I'm just saying, cousin, none of this  
makes sense. But look, I'm about to go  
back in the house and get ready to get  
out of this house today. 
JAMAR (V.O.) 
Aight! Are you going to the west  
today? If so, I'll see you when I get  
there. 
NE' CHELL 
Yeah, I'm going to momma... I hope  
everybody is over there. See you when  
I get there.
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INT. NE' CHELL'S BEDROOM - AFTERNOON 
Ne' Chell is getting dressed and ready to go to her mother's  house. 
Carl (50) African American, bald, brown-skinned Roofer. Wears  matching bandanas with every shirt. 
CARL 
So shorty, are you on your way out  
this time to save the world again?  
What do you have for them this time? 
NE' CHELL 
Oh, you got jokes, huh? Well, for your  
information, I'm trying to save myself  
too! Why do you think I want a family  
business? That way, nobody will ask me  
for anything! If we get it together,  
why do you need to ask me for  
anything? 
CARL 
I guess you're right about that, but  
do you think you are on the right  
track, baby girl? I see you got all  
your things going on but don't put so  
much time into others and get  
distracted from your journey. It's ____  
been a while since I saw you focusing  
on you. 
The ride the rest of the way was mostly quiet between Carl  and Ne'Chell, just the music played. But Ne' Chell seemed  deep in thought when she got out of the truck and walked  towards Mary's apartment. Carl turned the music down before  pulling off. 
CARL (CONT'D)  
Aye, yo' Lil Shorty! 
Ne'Chelle is looking back. 
CARL (CONT'D)  
Make them see how important this is  
for all of y'all; show them how  
important this is. 
NE' CHELL 
Thank you.
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Ne' Chell walked away smiling. She wasn't feeling too  confident walking in at first. But Carl did lift her spirits  a bit. 
INT. MARY'S HOME- LIVING ROOM - DAY 
When she arrived, some of Ne' Chell's family was already  gathered at her mother's. They were all in different  conversations when she walked in. Everyone spoke; Ne'Chell  gave everyone hugs as she walked through going to Mary's  bedroom, where she's mostly always lying down. 
INT. MARY'S BEDROOM - DAY 
Ne' Chell sat on the bed with Mary, where she was watching  the Golden Girls. Ne' Chell hugged her mom and kiss. She  heard Jamar come into the house, and everyone was speaking. 
INT. MARY'S LIVING ROOM - LATER 
Connie walked through the front door with a friend named Dee  Dee and her daughters, Kelly and Shay. Ne' Chell gets  irritated instantly because they were all loud and drunk.  Ne'Chell speaks and gives them hugs. 
CONNIE 
Ne' Chell, why you ain't hug Dee-Dee?  
You see him standing there; he walked  
in with us right behind Shay. 
Everybody snickered, and Ne'Chell looked at Connie fiercely. 
NE' CHELL 
I spoke! 
CONNIE 
That's very rude; you give everybody  
else that walks through the door a  
hug; what's wrong with him? 
Connie snickered. 
CONNIE (CONT'D)  
Dee-Dee, why don't you just go on over  
there and hug her? 
Everyone laughed as Dee-Dee went to sit on the couch, and  Ne'Chell looked at Connie, irritated with her. 
NE' CHELL 
I miss you when I don't see you, but 
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NE' CHELL (CONT'D)  
gosh, when you come around, I remember  
why I'm mad when you're around; all  
you do is play! 
Connie smiled over at Ne' Chell and blew a kiss at her;  Ne'Chell rolled her eyes. Everybody just laughed. Ne' Chell,  John, Connie, Shay, Kelly, Jamar, Moni, Rissa, Dee-Dee, J.C.,  Nae, Teyzia, Dee, Shaun, and Niqua. 
CONNIE 
Come on, y'all, we gotta go speak to  
my auntie; we ain't rude like Ne'  
Chell. 
Connie, her daughters, and Dee-Dee went into Mary's room.  Connie went in there even loud. 
JOHN 
Y'all know it's about to be a show,  
right? Dee-Dee and Shay themselves are  
about to start; just watch. They came

CONNIE

room too little, and I came to see  
her, not y'all ugly asses. I don't see  
why I see y'all faces every time I  
come to my auntie's house. 
JOHN 
Look at the faces you brought for us  
to have to look at. 
Everybody laughed as Mary walked from her room. 
CONNIE 
Somebody get up so my auntie can sit  
down. That's what. 
JOHN 
Why can't you just shut up sometimes?  
Dam! 
Tasha walked through the door.
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TASHA 
Gosh! We got a house full tonight, and  
it's just Thursday. 
CONNIE 
Why are you always worried about me,  
Johneisha? Dam! You always worried  
about how much I talk. 
Tasha walked in right in the middle of the argument, but  knowing what was going on, she kept walking through. 
TASHA 
And here these two go. 
CONNIE 
She must be on her period tonight to  
start with me; she always messes with  
me because she wants to be me. 
Mary sat on the couch laughing at the show Connie and John  usually give. onversations amongst everybody lingered as C  Connie continued her shenanigans. 
NE' CHELL 
You went and got my momma out of her  
comfortable bed to come out here to  
listen to y'all clown all night? 
CONNIE 
Yep, sure did, because she didn't need  
to be in that bed all day. They'll  
have to use a bulldozer to get her fat  
self out of that bed. Shay, bring me  
one of my beers out of the  
refrigerator. 
TASHA 
Aight, Connie, stop playing with my  
momma girl. That's why you ain't  
getting none of this chicken. 
Tasha rinsed and seasoned the chicken and started frying it. 
CONNIE 
Now Tasha, you already know, I don't  
want any of your half bloody chicken  
you about to cook. I don't trust you!  
And this my auntie and her house you  
go back where you came from. Girl, you  
don't even be here!
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Laughter ring through the house. 
Shay(32) Tall, skinny, dark with thick, full lips. 
SHAY 
Momma, you are not even finished with  
the one you got in front of you. And  
you don't need any more tonight  
anyway. You already starting. 
CONNIE 
I ain't gone be finished with yo ass  
if you don't bring me my damn beer. 
They all laughed. 
Shay walked to the refrigerator is looking at Connie from the  corner of her eyes. 
TASHA 
I don't know why you playing those  
types of games; Shay, Jamar roll up  
nigga whatchu waiting on? 
CONNIE 
I heard that! Roll up nigga you heard  
her order you! 
Connie laughed at herself, taunting Jamar. 
SHAY 
Momma, why are you always in  
somebody's business? Dang! 
CONNIE 
Get'cha ugly ass on over here with my  
beer and get outta damn business! my  
I'm the oldest, right, auntie? 
MARY 
Yes, baby. 
JOHN 
(laughing) 
And Shay, baby, I thought it would  
have been you and Dee Dee giving us a  
show tonight. 
CONNIE 
Now Hell, what are yall talking about  
shit! Y'all are just mad because you 
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CONNIE (CONT'D)  
can't be like me. 
Mary was on one couch laughing under her cuffed hand while  John was on the other couch laughing, just shaking his head. 
JOHN 
(laughing) 
Mary, what are we gonna do with her  
sister? 
MARY 
That's our oldest niece. Y'all leave  
her alone. 
CONNIE 
Leave their oldest niece alone, like  
she said because they told me I was  
allowed to say certain curse words. 
RISSA 
I want to know what words you can't  
say, Connie. 
CONNIE 
(Jokingly) 
Do you all see how this girl is trying  
to get me to curse in front of my  
auntie? Look, I'm not saying those  
damn words, shit! Your ass wants to be ___  
able to curse, but no! You're not  
grown like I am. 
JAMAR 
Man, I'm glad we went and got our  
smoke so I can laugh all night at you.  
I'm glad you didn't go anywhere! I'm  
glad you stayed right here until we  
got back and smoked. This was a good  
night. 
CONNIE 
Oh, no! What do you think I am Hell  
amusement for y'all and ? shit  
MARY 
(Agitated) 
All right, Connie! That's enough free  
cursing for today. 
Everybody laughs.
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NE' CHELL 
Well, y'all, it's getting late. Who  wanna take me home? 
CONNIE 
You always act like you got a job to  get up for or be at! You write books  that you don't write, talking about  
it's getting late like you them  
singers, them sisters that sing that  record. 
Everybody laughs, even Ne'Chell. 
JAMAR 
Please, let's not get on the no job  
and not working subject; that'll be  
another subject and another hopeless  family meeting. 
CONNIE 
Why? Because you don't work either  
nigga? Maybe three to four people here  that has a job, and neither said  
anything about leaving. Only the  
people that don't have a job or a damn  thing to get up early for. Why are you  the only ones complaining about  
leaving? 
JAMAR 
It's cool you feel that way about me;  I know you don't understand because  
you still living in the '80s. Like you  still use the word records, nobody  
call songs that but you. 
Everybody laughed. 
NE' CHELL 
You are the only one don't know how to  stop. It was now 11:00 at night and  
was already in her room relaxing and  watching her favorite show. You  
brought her out here for her to sit  and listen to your craziness all  
night. 
CONNIE 
My auntie loves my visits, don't you,  auntie Mary?
