“Disavowed”
A synopsis

CIA paramilitary operative Jack Black is on a mission. His mission is to capture an Afghani nuclear scientist and smuggle him to the Untied States. Attempting a “snatch and grab” of the Afghani scientist gets all of Jack’s team killed and gets Jack captured. The team’s helicopter gets shot out of the air as they attempt to extract from a very hostile landing zone near the compound the scientist was residing in. Jack is forced to kill the scientist rather than allow the enemy to employ his services again. Jack is captured and tortured for months on end. He is stripped naked, beaten, starved, interrogated and whipped by a Taliban militant leader known as “Killmur”.  Meanwhile, the CIA has written Jack and his team off as dead. Training accident, bodies unrecoverable. They don’t want their mission, their lie, exposed.
Jack is held prisoner in an old prison built by another occupying country that had long since been kicked out of Afghanistan. The months of torture all blend together. Jack never discloses any info about his mission or himself. The guards treat him like an animal. Killmur thinks he makes for an interesting pet that he can brutalize at will. 

Jack is not alone. Many of the local villager’s family members are being held in the same prison for infractions against the Taliban’s version of the word of Allah. Things like allowing their wives to speak too loudly or allowing the servants to live in houses instead of huts. Killmur and his henchmen brutalize the prisoners until they will admit to anything Killmur wants to hear.
The villager’s rise up against the oppressors, they storm the prison compound after blowing a hole in the wall with a truck bomb. The cab of the truck crashes thru Jack’s cell wall. He takes the opportunity and escapes into the night. He runs for the mountain top where he sits and watches the little battle until it is over. Then he goes down and picks thru the rubble and bodies for clothing and supplies. He takes what he can use.
One item happens to be a laptop computer with a few bullet holes in it. He now has an AK-47 and a few rounds of ammo.
When Killmur returns and finds his prison destroyed, looted, and empty he goes crazy. He knows that he must recover the American Jack Black and the laptop before either one finds its way into the hands of the coalition forces. Killmur and his band of gun men pick up Jack’s trail before long and the chase is on.  

Jack is three hundred miles from the safe zone and friendly forces. He is on the run from several truck loads of heavily armed Taliban. He has to use his wits, training, and instincts to survive, escape, recover and evade.

He encounters a mule in the mountains whose owner has been blown to bits by a land mine. He uses the trusty mule to cover the rough terrain in a quicker fashion as he rests. 

But soon, his enemy’s have cut Jack off and lay in wait to ambush him. When they spot Jack they are uncertain that it is him. They fire on him from a great distance and kill the mule. Now Jack is pissed. The mule liked Jack and Jack like the mule. What was Jack supposed to do for transportation now? Why not just go and take one of their trucks? They killed his mule. He contrives to procure alternate transportation. 

In the darkness of the mountain shadows and the creeping night sky Jack crawls up on the convoy of trucks, kills a sleeping guard, kills a dozing driver, and tries to steal a truck. In the blackness of the Afghan night Jack didn’t realize that he had taken the truck at the back of the convoy and therefore must drive past the rest of the trucks. He feels like a rabbit in a shooting gallery. 

Jack gets away but, not before the truck gets riddled with bullet holes. The truck is critically wounded and Jack knows he must do some thing fast. He looks in the back of the truck and sees an old dirt bike, weapons, water and fuel. When the truck finally dies, Jack takes just long enough to set a booby- trap for the bad guys and prep the bike.
 Under a hail of bullets Jack revs the bike, jumps from the rear of the big truck and makes his getaway, leaving turmoil and explosions behind him.
The bad guy’s need to regroup and their trucks need repair from all of the return fire Jack had given them. Jack is getting a lead on them, for now.
As Jack speeds down the road he encounters a young boy near a burning wreak of a van. The boy tells him that he and his family where just driving when a missile came down from the sky and blew them up. Jack drives the boy to a hospital where he has family and is treated for his burns.  Jack leaves the boy with them and drives on.

He encounters a Taliban check point. He fires an RPG at it and then kills all the surviving Talibs with his AK. At the check point, Jack finds a radio. He calls American forces. He is getting closer. Just a little further and the Americans can come pick him up. They set a meeting place.
Killmur can hear the radio transmission in his truck as they look for Jack. They set up an ambush. When Jack reaches the check point and greets the Marines, all hell breaks loose. RPG’s and machine gun fire rain down from everywhere. Jack is injured and on the run again. He runs into a house and is struck in the head with the butt of a rifle. The residents of the house turn Jack over to the Taliban out of fear.  Killmur and his second in command come to claim Killmur’s pet. Jack kills the second in command just as a US helicopter gunship comes in to save Jack from certain death. Killmur runs and hides.

The gunship ensures that Jack gets to safety and a hospital. 

News of Jack has reached the CIA and people are nervous. Will Jack blab about the mission he was sent to complete? If he does, even the President could be hung for war crimes. The mission was an illegal one. The goal was to kidnap this US educated nuclear scientist from Afghanistan, smuggle him into the US, and then plant a lot of evidence in an apartment in a major American city. After the dirty bomb was detonated in a Midwestern town, this man would be linked to the bomb and his body filled with lead when his apartment was raided. But, every thing had gone wrong from the first step.

Should they let Jack live? 

One person in the Pentagon thinks he deserves the chance and does everything he can to keep the CIA from killing one of their own. He pulls strings with Generals, Admirals, and lies to the President to protect Jack. Spies start to spy on spies to figure out each others games plans. They try to counter each others moves. Things get bloody.
Meanwhile, Jack is trying to figure out why he was left out in Hells badlands to die with no support, no rescue. The Americans knew he was alive… they had to have known.

Once he is safely in the U.S. compound, Jack finds comfort in the arms of a frisky supply sergeant. He also finds out a little about the danger he is still in. 

Jack is interviewed by two assassins that are working for a hush-hush branch of the CIA in Afghanistan. They are awaiting a call letting them know if they are to kill Jack or let him live. They don’t know it but Jack has a weapon trained on them under the table. The assassin’s phone rings and they are ordered to let Jack live. 
Jack walks out of that room and into a whole new life. He is flown out of the country and it’s like Rambo grows into Bond. He becomes an international business man who is now in charge of one of the largest private armies in the world. He is now the leader of an army for hire. And his first job is to visit with an old friend … He is flown to Antarctica to a facility where our friend Killmur is being held.
The end… or is it the start of a whole new chapter?

Please understand that there are too many details to put them all on three pages to five pages. This script was written for a feature length film. However I feel it may do better as a graphic novel or mini series. I chose Dark Horse because of the freedom and owner ship you have given creators in the past. I hope we can work together on many projects. 
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
