
Script Sample: The Police Station 

Here is a quick look at how these rules read on the page, showing that "observed absurdity" 
without stopping to explain a single thing to the audience: 

INT. INTERROGATION ROOM - NIGHT 

DETECTIVE VANCE (30s) sits across from the SOLDIER. Vance wears a crisp suit 
plastered with subtle, holographic logos for a premium insurance firm. 

Vance taps a glass tablet. It blinks red. Error. He taps it again. Nothing. He looks at 
the Soldier like he’s looking at a ghost. 

DETECTIVE VANCE Look, buddy. We ran your biometrics. No active feed. No 
legacy profile. Not even a baseline, ad-supported tier-one landing page. You’re 
sitting here completely un-indexed. Which is a Class-A felony against gross 
domestic attention metrics, secure your financial future with Vanguard Group. 

The Soldier just stares at him. Unblinking. Raw. 

SOLDIER I don't know what any of those words mean. 

Vance winces, physically uncomfortable with the blunt, un-sponsored delivery. It 
sounds... naked. 

DETECTIVE VANCE Do you know how dangerous it is to speak without a closing 
tag? You’re bleeding engagement. Where’s your mobile node? Your interface? How 
do you even purchase air without a localized sponsor payout, try the new Doritos 
Locos Taco with dynamic crunch technology? 

SOLDIER My name is Captain John Miller. 103rd Orbital Division. 

DETECTIVE VANCE (Frustrated) There is no 103rd! I just searched the history 
index—that string doesn't exist on any streaming platform, download the history app 
today for forty percent off your first month. Who is your parent conglomerate? Who 
bought your identity rights? You can't just walk around owning yourself, it’s a 
violation of federal commerce laws and a threat to the global narrative economy, 
terms and conditions apply, see participating dealers for details.
