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Thousands of Native Hawaiians believe the Americans are there illegally: this is the Sovereignty Movement. Lt. Gov. James “Chief” Kahekili is running for governor on this platform. 
Marine Corps Captain Ulysses “Sawyer” Book is his opposition, running on the platform of “driving Hawaii in a new direction”, away from the Sovereignty Movement. 
Chief’s son Koa meets and falls for a beautiful girl in his law school class. The girl is Isabella Book, Sawyer’s daughter. 
Koa’s brother-in-law, Makena, thinks Koa is insane for dating his father’s opponent’s daughter. Isabella’s best friend, Jayne, and Jayne’s husband Malcolm feel the same way. But Koa and Isabella stay together anyway.
