Title: Momma Looney

Synopsis: A gang of children disturb seniors in their community. Momma Looney is one of the seniors who decides to fight back. She takes action after her windows are broken by one of the children. She tells the parents of some of the children and later chases the children with a baseball bat. Looney falls and nearly injures herself. The children later come to her aid and begin to help Looney.

Cast

Momma Looney African-American age 50-60 5'8-5'10 and 250-400 lbs. 

Martha Caucasian age 55-65

Lyla African-American age 31-40
George African-American age 60-70

Michael Martin Caucasian age 34-44
Janet Martin Caucasian age 34-44
Tommy Martin Caucasian age 11-14

Jamie Martin Caucasian age 10-13

Julio Hispanic age 12-14

Ana Hispanic age 11-13
Tania African-American age 10-13
(Julio, Tommy, Jamie, Ana, and Tania are standing in front of an abandoned store at night.)

Julio: I think we should knock on those old people’s doors for fun.

Tommy: I’m fine with that. It would be fun. Is everybody in?

Jamie: I’m in.

Ana: I’m in too.

Tania (hesitantly): I don’t know.

Ana: Come on, Tania. You’re in the gang. You need to do what me and the others do.

Tania (hesitantly): Ok. I guess it will be ok.
(Julio, Tommy, Jamie, Tania, and Ana go to Martha’s house and knock on her door. Martha looks out her window. She sees the children run and try to hide.)

Martha (angrily): You chillen had betta stop knockin’ on my door and get outta my yard, or I’ll call the cops.

(The gang runs from Martha’s house to Momma Looney’s house. They knock on Looney’s door. Looney peers out her window and notices the children trying to hide. She opens her front door.) 
Momma Looney (shouting ): You chillen had betta stop botherin’ me or I’ll get you chillen.
(The gang runs from Looney’s house to the abandoned store. The next morning, the gang meets in front of the store.)
Tommy: Hey gang, why don’t we go throw rocks at Looney’s house tonight? I think that would be fun.

Julio (excited): That’s a good idea, Tommy. Let’s go, gang!
Tania (concerned): But what if we break the windows. Looney might get us.
Julio (proudly): We’ll just run.

(During the night, the gang meets in front of the store again. The gang walks quietly to Looney’s house and begins to throw rocks at Looney’s windows as Looney watches from inside her house. Some rocks that Tommy throws break one of the windows. The gang begins running quickly from Looney’s yard as Looney runs outside with a baseball bat in her hand.  As Looney runs, she trips and falls to the ground. She rubs her ankle as if it is fractured. However, her ankle is not fractured. Tania is the last to run from the yard. George is sitting on his porch and has seen the entire incident.)
Momma Looney (still on the ground): You chillen betta stay outta my yard and stop throwin’ rocks! I’ll get y’all!
George (laughing hysterically): Looney, you had betta not hurt dem chillen! All you’d do is hurt yoself!
Momma Looney (shouting loudly and angrily): I might hurt you, old man, if you don't stop dat laughin'!

(Martha comes out of her house and sees Looney on the ground. She runs to Looney’s yard.)

Martha (concerned): Are you ok?

Momma Looney (still angry): I would be ok if those chillen would leave me alone.

(Martha helps Looney to her feet. Looney places her arm around Martha’s shoulders.)

Martha (rubbing her head): They have been botherin' me too.

Momma Looney (looking at her windows): It might be best for us to fight back more against those chillen.

Martha (thinking hard): What can we do about those chillen?

Momma Looney: The first thing I’m gonna do is tell the parents. I know the Martins will punish their chillen.

(Martha helps Looney to her house. Martha then walks back to her house. The gang runs to an abandoned store and stops in front of it.)
Julio (laughing): We showed that old lady that we mean business.

Tania (regretfully looking at the ground): I kind of think we are going too far with things. Momma Looney’s goin’ nuts. She might hurt us if we keep on.
Julio (shocked): She is crazy, but I’m not scared of her. 
Tommy (confidently) I’m not scared of her too.
Jamie (proudly): Me either.

Jamie: Tommy, I think we need to go home cuz our momma might get mad at us for being late for supper.

Tommy (to Jamie) Yeah, I am hungry, and I don’t want to get grounded again. (to gang) We’ll see y’all later.

(Tommy and Jamie walk home. They walk inside their house. Janet is fixing supper. She looks at the boys as if she is suspicious of them.)

Janet (suspiciously): What did you boys do today? 

Tommy (trying to look innocent): We just hanged out with our friends.

Janet (looking at the boys as if she thinks they are lying): You boys didn’t do anything bad today, did you?

Tommy (trying to look innocent): No, Momma. We just played basketball at Julio’s house.

Janet (suspiciously): Is that true, Jamie?

Jamie (looking guilty): Yes… Momma.

Janet: Well, I sure hope you boys didn’t bother anybody like you had been doing.

(Michael Martin enters the kitchen. He sits down at the table. Tommy and Jamie sit down. Janet places food on the table).
Michael: Hey boys, I hope you guys worked up an appetite.

Tommy: We did. We played basketball today.

Michael: That’s good to hear. I’m glad you guys are learnin’ to not get into trouble all the time.

(Momma Looney knocks furiously on the front door as the Martins are eating supper. She has extreme frustration in her face. Janet gets up and heads toward the door. She looks out the window and sees Looney outside. Janet opens the door.)
Janet (calmly): Hello, Ms. Looney. What I can do for you?

Momma Looney (defiantly): You can begin by punishin’ your chillen for breaking out my window and causin’ me to fall down.

Janet (shocked): My goodness! I didn’t know my boys broke your window! They lied to me. I’m so sorry.

Momma Looney (defiantly): Your boys and their friends have really been bothering me. They annoy me by knockin’ on my door on some nights and now they’ve done broke out my window.

Janet (angrily): Tommy and Jamie, come here right now!

Tommy (concerned and looking guilty): What is it, Mom? 

Janet (angrily): Did you boys throw rocks and break Mommy Looney's window?

Jamie (begins to cry and looks at the floor): Yes, Mom. But we didn't mean to break the window. We just wanted to scare her.

Janet (shocked): That still wasn't a nice thing to do. Apologize to Ms. Looney.

Tommy and Jamie (sadly looking at Ms. Looney): We're sorry.

Janet (angrily): You boys are grounded for one month, and you boys had better not cause any more trouble.

Tommy and Jamie: Yes, Momma, we won’t cause any more trouble.
Janet (to Tommy and Jamie): Go to your room, now!
(Tommy and Jamie go to their room.)

Janet (to Momma Looney): Michael and I will help pay for your broken window. I’ll make sure Tommy and Jamie work hard for us and serve their punishment.

Momma Looney (feeling better): Thank you, Mrs. Martin.

(Momma Looney leaves.)

Tommy (angrily) You cry baby, you shouldn’t have told Momma that we broke the windows. You should’ve told her we were playin’ basketball, and that old crazy woman was making up stuff.

Jamie (sadly): But that would be a lie. And Mom would punish us more.

(Tommy hits Jamie on his right arm. Michael and Janet are in the kitchen.)

Michael (curiously): Who was at the door, and what’s going on?

Janet (upset): It was Ms. Looney. She said that our boys broke her window.
Michael (calmly): Well, our boys were just being boys.

Janet (shocked and upset): They weren’t just being boys! They were actin’ like gangsters.

Michael (calmly): Well, I used to throw rocks and break windows when I was a boy.

Janet (shocked): Now I know why the boys have bad habits. They get it from you!
(The next day, Julio knocks at the Martins’ door. Janet answers the door.)
Julio (to Janet): Can Tommy and Jamie come outside?

Janet: No they can’t. They’re grounded. By the way, what did you and my boys do yesterday?

Julio (innocently): We played soccer all day.
Janet: Is that right? My boys said they played basketball. Thanks, Julio. Tommy and Jamie can play after they serve their punishment.

Julio: Yes, Mrs. Martin. We played basketball after we played soccer.

Janet (upset): Julio, I know what really happened. You and my boys were throwin’ rocks at Momma Looney’s house.

Julio (looking at the ground): Yes, Mrs. Martin, that’s what we did.

Janet (angry): Well, you had better not do that again! Now go home and behave! By the way, I’m gonna call your parents.

(Julio leaves and Janet closes the door. Janet calls Julio’s parents. Tania enters her house. Lyla is sitting on a couch in the living room.)
Lyla (suspiciously): How was your day, Tania?

Tania (crying): Momma, I have something to tell you.

Lyla (concerned): What is it, sweetie? 

Tania (weeping and wiping her eyes): My friends and me broke one of Momma Looney's windows.

Lyla: I know. Momma Looney came by and told me what happened. I am very disappointed in you.

I guess you would not have done it if you knew more about Momma Looney.
Tania (curious and still crying): What do you mean?

Lyla: Momma Looney is my momma.

Tania (wipes her eyes and stops crying): Really?

Lyla: Yes, Momma Looney is my momma and your grandma.

Tania (begins to cry again): I didn’t know that. Why didn’t you tell me? I feel so bad for what I did.

Lyla: Well, I think you learned your lesson, sweetie. Now go apologize to Momma Looney.

Tania: I will go apologize. And I’ll tell my friends to apologize too, Momma.

(Lyla hugs Tania. Tania then leaves the house and goes to Momma Looney’s house. She knocks at Looney’s door. Looney looks out the window before she answers the door. She hesitantly opens the door.)

Momma Looney (worried): What is it?

Tania (sadly looking at Momma Looney as she weeps): I’m sorry for bein’ so mean and throwin’ rocks at your house.

Momma Looney (surprised): I forgive you, dear. I just hope you and your friends won’t treat me bad no more.
(Tania hugs Looney.)

Tania (sadly and still weeping): My momma told me you are my grandma. Is that true?
Momma Looney: Yes, it is true. I’m glad she told you. Now you know that you need to treat me betta.

Tania: I’m gonna go get my friends and tell ‘em to apologize to you.

(Tania goes to the abandoned store where she and her friends meet. Tania’s friends are already at the store.)
Tania (to gang): We need to apologize to Momma Looney.

Julio (shocked and curious): Why is that?

Tania (to Julio): Cuz my momma told me that Momma Looney is my grandma.

Julio (surprised): You mean that crazy old woman is your grandma?

Tania: She’s not crazy. She’s just mad cuz we have been botherin’ her so much.

Ana: (looks sadly at Tania) I feel so bad now. (looks at Julio) We should tell Momma Looney that we’re sorry.

Julio (defiantly): I’m not sorry. That old lady caused Mrs. Martin to tell my dad. If my dad didn’t let me get away with things, I would have been in big trouble).

Ana (regretfully): She told my parents, and they said they are gonna punish me. I think they forgot to punish me cuz I didn’t get punished.
Julio (to Tania and Ana): You two can tell that old Looney woman that you’re sorry, but I’m not gonna apologize. It’s too bad Tommy and Jamie are grounded. I don’t think they would apologize.
Ana (to Julio): I was wonderin’ where they were. I think they would agree with me and Tania.

Julio: No way. I think I’m gonna go throw more rocks at Looney’s house. You losers need to think more about the gang than that crazy old woman.
(Julio begins walking toward Momma Looney’s house. Tania and Ana follow Julio but stay back so that Julio cannot see them. Julio reaches Looney’s house. Looney is looking out her window at Julio as he picks up some rocks. Looney snatches her baseball bat and runs outside quickly. Julio is startled and drops the rocks.)
Momma Looney (angrily): You had betta get outta my yard, you little gangster, or I’m gonna get you with my bat.

(Julio begins running down the street toward Ana and Tania. Looney runs after Julio but falls down and rolls. George is across the street laughing at Looney. Julio continues to run and sees Ana and Tania. He then stops.)

Julio (breathing hard and scared): That old Looney woman was chasing me with a bat.
Tania: You’re driving her crazy. Me and Ana are gonna go talk to her.

Julio (breathing hard and scared): You can talk to her, but I’m goin’ home. 

Ana: What’s the matter, Julio? Are you scared?

Julio (to Ana): No, I’m not scared. I just don’t want to be around a crazy person with a bat.

Tania: Come on, Julio. You need to apologize. Unless you’re too scared.

Julio (still breathing hard but not as scared): Well, ok.

(Tania runs up to Momma Looney. Ana and Julio follow her.)
Tania: Momma Looney, are you ok?

Momma Looney (rubbing her hip and showing pain in her face): No, I think I broke my hip. (looking at Julio) It’s your gangster friend’s fault.
Tania (to Julio): Go tell Ms. Martha to call an ambulance.

Julio (concerned): Ok, I will.

(Julio runs to Martha’s house. He knocks on Martha’s door. Martha looks out the window and hesitates to answer the door.)
Martha (looking out her door window; concerned): What do you want, you little gangster?

Julio (concerned): My name is Julio, and you need to call an ambulance because Ms. Looney fell down and can’t get up.

(Martha opens the door and looks at Julio. She then peers at Momma Looney’s yard and sees Looney on the ground. She realizes that Julio is telling the truth. Martha runs in her house and calls an ambulance. Julio runs back to where Ana and Tania are standing. Momma Looney stays in a hospital for a week. After Looney is released, the children do yard work for Looney and Martha. The gang is seen working in Looney’s yard for a while and then in Martha’s yard.)
Tania (to gang): I hope y’all learned a lesson.

Tommy, Jamie, Ana, and Julio: Yes we did.

(Michael Martin walks to Looney’s yard with a new window in his hands. He replaces Looney’s broken window with the new window. He then walks to Martha’s yard and stands near the children.)

Michael (to gang): Now, y’all had better not break any more windows or do anything else to torture anybody.

Gang (to Michael): We won’t. We promise.

(The children continue working in Martha’s yard. Looney and Martha walk outside from Martha’s house. Looney is limping. Michael, Looney, and Martha watch the children as the children work).
