This controll ed cacophony |asts forty-eight bars...before the
nmusi ¢ thins down to bass, guitar, and druns for sixteen.

Wth help fromJocel ynne and Patience, Frances takes the
first solo (sixteen bars), then the rest of the band joins in
for eight.

Hi | degarde gets the next solo. This one's even | onger than
Frances' turn: Hildegarde toots on for forty-eight inpressive
bars (after the sixteenth and the fortieth bars, the other
wonen play under her for eight bars).

At the forty-eight-bar mark of Hildegarde's solo, Andrea's
organ and Alfreda's guitar gradually rise up under that
trunpet; all three are drowned out by the remaining horns for
ei ght bars.

The nusic thins down to bass, guitar, druns, and Frances'
t runpet .
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Andrea cones in with a torrid ninety-six-bar organ sol o.

Li ke the others, the horns break it up periodically. In the
second half of her solo, Andrea gets downright funky.

She gave up the chance to be a sure
four-tine Al -Anerican softbal
pitcher...to put on a tuxedo and
pl ay songs nobody renenbers?

Carol e stares at Martha Loui se a nonent.

CAROLE
You' d be surprised at all the
different versions of "M sty"
t hey' ve got on YouTube...l can't
wait 'til Grace Vander\Wal's
version conmes out.

Mart ha Loui se shakes her head "no."

CAROLE ( CONT' D)
(gazes toward bandst and)

Mary Nelle (occupant of the driver's seat), Sidnice, T.L.,
Hi | degarde, and Frances clinb out of the pickup.

Al'l eight unload the U Haul of instruments, anps, and ot her
gear.

Andrea steps the nusic up to an uptenpo "Just Before the
Battle." Next, it's "The Yell ow Rose of Texas."

Around Andrea, her students set up anps, mkes, and
instrunents...to the strains of Andrea's closer, a rousing
rendition of "Battle Cry of Freedom™

Next to the organ, Sidnice drags an el ectronic keyboard and
the stand it's on.

Andrea jans on...but the crowd is sure surprised.

Si dni ce stands by the el ectronic keyboard while the others
get out their instrunents.

Andrea ends her nedley with a bang, |ooks up fromthe keys,
and, seeing her fellow Rust Spots, sits there in the mdst of
t he appl ause.

She' s shocked.
Her col |l eagues are ready to play.
The audi ence continues to appl aud.

SI DNI CE
(to Andrea)
What cha staring at? Introduce us!

Andrea junps up fromthe piano bench and waves at the still-
appl audi ng throng before she goes to a m ke.

ANDREA
Ladi es and gentlenen...we're the
Rust Spots.

As the appl ause heats up, Andrea grabs her guitar and noves
in between fellow guitarist Al freda and bassist Mary Nelle.
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Andrea's band starts out with "Got to Get You into My Life,"
whi ch, as before, begins with a cynbal crash fromT.L., then
horns (Frances' trunpet, Hildegarde's tenor sax, Jocelynne's
alto sax, and Patience's tronbone), the guitars, and T.L.'s

drums for two bars.

Bass and el ectronic keyboard cone in; they lead to five bars
featuring Sidnice and Andrea (the latter plays |lead guitar).
