Fairy's nod is timd.

FAI RY
You wi n.

Evonn pecks at her |aptop's keys as Fairy | ooks on.
EXT. DI XON HALL - N GHT

Fairy and Evonn stroll out of the building and head for their
respective vehicles.

They reach Evonn's 1977 Audi Fox...parallel parked al ongside
D xon Hal I .

FAI RY
Ah guess when you put everything
together, Ms. Greengrass, you've
got a point there.
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Evonn rests an armon Fairy's shoul der.

EVONN
I"mdelighted that you understand.

The professor clinmbs into her Fox.

EVONN ( CONT' D)
"Il see you tonorrow.

They wave before they AD LIB their goodbyes.

A jogging Fairy watches Evonn drive off...but notices the car
doesn't SOUND the way it shoul d.

FAI RY
She doesn't need a tune-up. She
needs a rubber band!
Fairy turns her jog into a sprint.
EXT. POYDRAS STREET, NEW ORLEANS, LA - 1977 AUDI FOX - N GHT

Evonn's car slides fromthe fast |lane into the sl ow
one...only to quit with a BANG

The professor steps out of the auto and sl ans the door.

She | ooks across the street...and finds she's about half a
bl ock from Edna's Gar age.

Evonn saunters over to the front of the Fox, |ooks in the
direction of Edna's Garage, and raises the Audi's hood.

The teacher scratches her head in a world of worry.

Something told nme to get this car
tuned up.
Evonn gazes across the street at the garage one nore tine.
EXT. AUDUBON STREET - NI GHT

Fairy makes a run for her 2014 Camaro (parked on Audubon).
She hops in, starts it up, and hurries down the street.

EXT. POYDRAS STREET, NEW ORLEANS, LA - 1977 AUDI FOX - N GHAT

Evonn ties a handkerchief to the Audi's antenna, then returns
to the driver's seat to wait for help.
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I NT. AUDI FOX - N GHT

Evonn watches Fairy's Camaro pass the Fox and cone to a
careful stop in front of the ol der car.

EXT. POYDRAS STREET, NEW ORLEANS, LA - N GHT
Fairy junps out of the Canmaro and gazes at the Fox.

Wth a nod, the Tul ane undergrad opens the Camaro's
trunk...where she extracts a rather large tool kit.

She opens the box and fishes for inplenents...only to find
not a single one is netric.

EXT. EDNA'S GARAGE - NI GHT

EDNA ( CONT' D)

Fairy saunters over to the tool cabinets.
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EDNA ( CONT' D)
All the netric tools are in the
bottom drawers of each cabi net.

The young organ student pulls out several netric wenches of
various sizes and thicknesses. She stuffs the wenches into
her tool Kkit.

Darryl and Edna watch Fairy |l eave with the desired tools. Al

Fairy checks the Audi's oil (it's at an adequate |level), then
pull's out the plugs...and finds they've had it.

Evonn junps out of the car to watch Fairy.
FAlI RY
Ms. Greengrass, you're fortunate to
have had oil in the crankcase.

Evonn's nod is slow and timd.
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FAI RY ( CONT' D)
But you still need new plugs and
poi nts. Ah can tell.

Fairy shows Evonn all of the old spark plugs...each corroded.

The Tul ane student grabs new plugs and points fromthe too
box and installs the new plugs in the Fox engine.

Fairy and a shocked Evonn see Edna reach the 1970s car.

EDNA
(to Fairy)

He didn't like ne comng in
at first, but | kept doing it. And
it got to the point where he was
teaching ne all about cars and how
t hey work.

Edna gri ns.



EDNA ( CONT' D)
He hel ped ne get ny first car: An
"86 Chrysler New Yorker. For parts.

Now Fairy waps up her work on the Fox.
EDNA ( CONT' D)
Boy, | had that car ready to drive
to school in a week

FAI RY
Try it now, Ms. G eengrass.

A still-bew | dered Evonn wi nces into the Audi
And it kicks over...just like that.
But Evonn's still stunned.
EDNA
I wanted a chance to fix other
cars...so | started advertising on
the bulletin board at school.
FAI RY
(to Evonn)
Let it run awhil e.

Evonn shakes her head "yes." Edna does, too.

EDNA
Anyway, | fixed quite a few cars
that way, and, well, | had a |lot of

fun...especially when | saw the
surprises on people's faces.

Evonn's face shows a truckl oad of surprise.
