Ethan is also an entrepreneur, demonstrating his drive to get the job done. He runs a small video production business called Ethan Geiger Film, where he has worked with brands like Paramount Pictures, Nike, Syngenta, and more to create marketing videos. This highlights

was from all over the state of Colorado. But the pre-production and post-production crew were worldwide, with people located in Colorado, New York, Georgia, France, California, and Spain. The same is true of other Geiger productions. As a producer, he excels at reducing costs 
and ensuring that productions run smoothly.
